In the Last Days— Jeremiah 23:20

Thebook of Acts substantiatesthat “the churchislsrael,” according to the prophecy of Joel (Acts 2:16-21)
. Joel 2:28-32 —Afterwards or after this means “in the last days.” This prophecy pertains to the
Millennial Israel, as the New Covenant also pertains to the Millennial period (as it says in Acts 15:14-
17, pertaining to Amos 9:11).
But FIRST there must be a people taken out of thenations (Rom 11:25; Acts 15:14). And after these things
“I will return.” Heb 8:8 — Both houses are made into ONE. Heb 8:10 is in this age (1 Pet 2:9; Mk
10:30; Mt 12:32), in this present age and the age to come. Mt 24:14 — The New Covenant days will
come during the Millennium, but it must come first to the assembly of Israel taken from the nations in
the last days of this age. The tree must be made sound in this age (Mt 12:33), and the Holy Spirit is
dedicated to this, and so are we (1 Cor 3:9; Eph 4:11-16).
The promise of the Spirit will be fulfilled to al spiritual Israel during this age as a foretaste of the Millennium
when all Israel will partake in the blessing that the growing “assembly of YHWH”, twelve tribes, is partaking in
now (Heb 6:4-6). There must be a people who fit the description and life of 1 Pet 2:9 and Heb 6:4-6, who
proclaim His excellencies, triumphs, far greater than the excellencies of the most eminent earthly kings, and the
kingdom to come as awitness, who are living it today as a foretaste of, and in the powers of the age to come
(Eze 36:16-38).
Joel 2:28 would be put off to the millennia period if Peter had not spoken up in the power of the Spirit and said
that “these are those days prophesied by the prophet Joel” (Acts 2:16-21). This placesthis prophecy in this age
before the great and terrible day of YHWH (verse 20). Now where is there amanifestation of this prophecy
being fulfilled today, the day just prior to the great tribulation and the day of vengeance of our Elohim? We see
it recorded in the early days of the church, but where is it happening in these days (which most or many
Christians, believers, today believe to be the last days just prior to the great and terrible day of the
Lord)?
Joel 2:28 — “After this...” (Zech 12:10; 13:1; Rev 6:12-17) Thisisthe foretaste of future glory of al Israel when
the spirit of grace and supplication will be poured out on al the remnant of Isragl.
Asaresult of seeing Jn 17:21-24 fulfilled today, the world in this age will believe, that is, all whose names are
written in heaven. They will see and believe that YHWH sent His Son.
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1Jn 3:8. Then Zech 12:10 will be fulfilled when they shall see Y ahshua Himself in His very own person. At
the second coming the Harlot will be judged, and al those who do not know Him. Rev.19: 2,3. Rev.1:7. But
Rev. |:6isthe BRIDE. Rev.[9:7,8 - akingdom of priests, the very thing that He wanted to make out of all
Israel, the whole 12 tribes in Ex. 19:4-6, Ex. 32:26-29, but only the tribe of Levi responded. Thus, they, Levi,
became for al Israel the priesthood. But akingdom of priestsiswhat Y HWH wanted, not amere TRIBE of
priests. He wanted aKINGDOM. A kingdom iswhole and complete, not partial, a kingdom of priests, a holy
and complete nation, undivided and all going by the name of Isragl's 12 sons, which isthe Body of Messiah, the
Assembly of YHWH. Israel isaname given to |12 tribes, only if they were akingdom of priests, which the
church finally will attain to asthe |2 tribes, by Hisgrace. Rev. |:6 | Pet. 2:9 Eph. 2:12 James|:| Gal.6:16
Peace and mercy to all who follow this Rule, those who form the Israel of YHWH Jer. 8:16 The Rule of faith,
who aso wear His Brand mark. Rev. 19:5 NOW in thelast days under the Covenant Y ahshua made with His
apostles, Lk. 22: 20, 28-30, there will be a people who will be devoted to His word, apostles teaching, Matt.
28:20,and come into that BOND of the Covenant which will afford them to be all that He wanted Israel of old to
attain. This relationship specified by that Covenant (Mal. 3:1-3) was that Israel would be His own special
possession (Tit. 2:14) in the New Testament days, a specid treasure (Md. 3:17-19), a KINGDOM whose citizens
were all priests (Eph. 2:12) with access to fellowship with Isragl's God, who are no longer in the world's nations,
as Peter called them out on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:40) into (the foretaste) of the coming Millenial period
when all Isragl will be saved to be the witness, Mt. 19:28 to al nations, a pattern al other nations must follow,
asthe church istoday in aforetaste, witness, Mt. 24:14. The church being those who in this age are called out of



the nations, from every tongue, nation, and people forming the |12 tribes, consisting of al flesh who the Spirit
will be poured out upon, making a holy nation, separated from all other nations and devoted only to YHWH, but
living in their midst, | Pet. 2:11, 12, because Y HWH loved "the world" so much, etc. | Peter 2: 5,9,10.

In these days, today, in order to form the ISRAEL of YHWH's 12 tribes, what happened in Ex. 32:27 isa
warningto us. | Cor. 10:7,1l 2 Cor 6:14-7:| We are also to do the same aslsrael of old. Matt. 10:34-42 Lk. 14:26
33 No lessdo we cut ourselves off from all our family, relations, possessions (Lk. 9:60) in order to be a part of
the restoration of all things, Acts 3:21,23, Matt. 17:11, the kingdom of priests, the royal priesthood. Rev. |6
[Pet 2:9 What our Father has always wanted, Ex. 19:4-6, but has not gained yet from a people, He has from
His Son. But He wants many Sons. Heb 2:10,1l Rom 8:19-2l.

Today, asin the Millenial, the Spirit will be poured out on all, the least and the greatest. Heb 8:1l. All shall
know Yahshua. Rom. 8:9 Gal. 5:24 Phil. 3:10 Heb. 9:14-16 Lk. 22:20

We can expect Acts 2:16-21 to befulfilled in US and our children. Joel 2:28 "After this' or "afterwards’ means
the last days according to Peter in Acts 2:17. Thisis|Isradl's repentance and restoration, from the years the
locusts had eaten away. Joel 2:25 Acts 2:38, repent. Acts 3:19, a promise of restoration and refreshing. Israel
had been so long without the presence of their God, as the Church has been so long without His presence. Even
Rev. 2:I-5, Rom. 11:22, indicate there would be aremoval of His presence or Hislight. | John1:7. The church
was cut off asold Israel had also been cut off. But thereisa promise of arestoration, times of refreshing.
Acts15:14, apeople for HisName. And when thisisfulfilled, as Rom. I1:25 says, ALL Isragl will be saved, He
will return. (Acts 3:2l, aremnant will believe. Rom. 1:5). Joel 2:32.

* ALWAYS keep in mind: Remember when we say the Name Isragl, we always mean that Israel is Isragl only
as acompleted whole. Isragl isaname given to the 12 tribes collectively. They are the servants of YHWH, to
bring about Hiswill and purpose. Gen. 18:19. Gal. 3:17.

Paul, the Servant of YHWH, was the one designated to bring light to the nations for the restoration of al things,
taking out from among the nations al the seed of Jacob who would believe and the rest of mankind, and
grafting them into Israel's vine and roots.

Joel 2:28,29. And it shall cometo pass "afterwards,” "in those days," (Joel 3:I) "in those days and at that time."
The nations will be judged for their treatment of Y HWH's el ect people, the 12 tribes (Matt. 24:24). That means
Assyria, and all the nations down through history who have mistreated Isragl, even for carrying out YHWH's
judgement on them.

Joel 3:18 "in that day", the Millenid. v. 28 "afterward" meansthe "last days'. Thelast days began inthefirst
century, but there has been an interruption of 1900 years. The year 2000 (?) seems to be around when He will
pour out His Spirit and the prophecy is fulfilled.

Acts 2:17, Peter saysthat Joel meant by "after this' or "afterwards", the "last days." Jodl 2:28. Thisiswhen all
Israel will be saved, Ezek. 37, the valley of dry bones. Thereisaprogression. Those whom Hewill pour out
His Spirit upon, as the New Covenant isto Juday, 2 tribes, and Israel, 10 tribes. Heb. 8:8,|0 Jer. 31:3l. The New
Covenant with Israel (Ezek. 36:8,10,24). They will be taken, Mic. 2:12, from the nations and gathered from all
lands. Ezek. 36:24-29. The promise of Joel in aforetaste form in the restored spiritual 12 tribes, must be a
witness to all of the earth that the God of Israel isONE. John 17: 21-23. Ezek. 36:36-38 can only come about
because of the unity of spiritual Isragl. (Remember, Isragl is12 tribes, not an indistinguishable slob without
order.). Ezek. 37:6. Wewill comealive, by Hisbreath in us, v. 8-14,until He puts His Spirit inus, v. 14, asa
whole Body, collectively manifested as 12 tribes, bornin aday. And then the whole |2 tribes will come alive.
The land is the Community of YHWH, where Histable is honored, where His lampstand isin their midst asa
LIGHT they walk in, so they do not stumble.

For the whole council and purpose of YHWH is dependent upon His special possession, the church, to gain
back for physical |srad what they cannot do for themselves, even the covenant He made with Abraham. Gen.
I5 Genl8:19 The LAND must be restored for His people to dwell in during the Millenia period. Only those
who can pray can war for Israel and Jerusalem. John 9:31 | John 5:14,I5 Matt. 7:7,8 2 Cor. |0: 4-6

Just as on the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit was poured out upon those Messiah had prepared, the Spirit will
be poured forth upon usin power when we, by the ministry of the Spirit in us, are shaped into the 12 tribes. "



The sons of Levi" will again step forward and gird on their sword. Ex. 32:27. But thistime the sons of Levi are
the whole nation of 12 tribes, Mal. 3:3, sons of the spiritual offspring of the spiritual Levi.

Paul went to the nations for the whole house of Isragl that was scattered (John 11:52) so they could be joined to
Judah in Jerusalem and Judea, to join together the 12 tribes, Acts 26:7. Jamesl:l. Eph. 2:12,19,22. But Joel
2:25, the swarming locust, the creeping locust, the stripping locust, and the gnawing locust came. Gal. 2:9.

Joel 2:23-32. My people shall not be ashamed nor be put to shame. For the rainswill come and the harvest will
overflow and we shall eat plenty. For He shall bein our midst. And afterward He shall pour out His Spirit
upon all of us, before the awful day of vengeance of our Sovereign. Thisday is coming, for those who are
enduring today in the land.

These are the days of restoration, the hard and tedious work of recovering from the different types of locusts
which have brought famine to the land, which now is adry parched land with only artificial means of watering, a
man-made irrigation system which looks good to the worldly minds, but the ELECT know for sure.

The day is coming when He will pour out His Spirit upon us, so that our sons and daughters will prophesy and
our old men shall dream dreams and our young men shall seevisions. And in that day, instead of barrenness
and dryness, the mountains of Isragl shall drip with fresh fruit juice, and the hills shall flow with milk, and all
the brooks and riverbeds of Judah, the heart and center, where Zion is, shall flow with water, and afountain shall
come forth from the House of YHWH. The house is the whole house of YHWH, of the |2 tribes, the New
Covenant is only made with the whole house (not with only one part of arebellious house). Heb. 8:10 Y ahshua
conferred the kingdom of priests (Rev. 1:6) upon the |2 apostles (Lk. 22:29,30) that they, the |12 tribed Israel, may
eat and drink at Histable in His kingdom and sit on the thrones judging the 12 tribes of Isragl. It wasto thesel2
branches of the |2 tribes of completed Israel that He conferred a kingdom. And with the 12, He took the bread
and broke it, and said,"Thisis My Body, which was given for you," and the cup was the New Covenant ratified
in His Blood which was poured out for the 12 apostles of the 12 tribes of Isragl who would be received by al who
would also beincluded in that New Covenant. John 13:20.

Only the |2 spiritua tribes who overcome will drink the cup of victory when He returns. Lk.22:17,18. The Bride
who is prepared isthe Body of Messiah, who isready. Rev.19:7-9. Seethisin contrast with Rev. 19:2,3- the
called, chosen, faithful, and loyal. The cup of victory will be drunk by all those who overcome as Rev. 2 and 3
speak of, especialy Rev. 3:10-12. Isa. 62:2 Ezek. 48:35. Rev. 2:7,11,17,26; 3:5,12,19-22. Rev.19:7,8 and Rev.
3:2, therighteous offerings of the Saints, Mal 3:3, completed deeds, Tit. 2:4, free from imperfection, deeds of
love. "Let us CHERISH the life we have together and let us CHERISH the love that we have.”

But the church, the unfaithful wife, the Harlot- locust, stripping locust came, Jer. 51:14,26 and has become a
waste and is desolate forever. The standard will be raised up against the Harlot. Jer. 51:44. The god of the
Harlot, their Lord or Bel, the god of Babylon (v. 45). My people go out of the midst of her and save every man
hislife for her whole land shall be confounded and put to shame, while Joel says the Bride elect (12 tribes) will
not be put to shame. Joel 2:23 Jer. 51:49. The church wasinvaded (Jer. 51:51) and it isin confusion and shame,
for strangers came into the most sacred parts of the sanctuary, and took over, and the faithful city became
unfaithful and aharlot. So now, 1900 years later, Jer. 51:56, judgement is coming and is at the door.

It seems like the stripping locust of Jer. 51:14 are MEN who now go into the harlot system and bring out the ones
who are designated to be His people. Jer. 51:45. Rev. 18:4. Thereisno hight priest over thishouse. Rev. 18:5
Heb. 10:21. So their sins have piled up as high as heaven. "I will fill you with men.," maybe a part of those
who are sealed in Rev. 7 are sealed for this purpose. Or maybe a pre-seal for this one job they do in advance to
prove themselves. They lead out a host into the faithful city. Micah 2:13 "Breaker" They need a specia
annointing and seal to be protected from the unclean spirits. Rev. 18:2 in verse 4, avoice of great authority,
commanding YHWH's people to come out of her. Thefirst mighty vioce was the ones who go in and plow up
her field. They break up her "peace: and provoke them to think about all that has happened in history. This
angel has great authority. The earth was illumined with this angel's glory. The prophets cry out that the
Christian church isfallen, al of the daughters. Rev. I7:5. If "men" are going into the habitation of demons and
aprison of every unclean spirit and unclean bird, they must be prepared in holiness and power in aclean
habitation filled with clean spirits, and the Holy Spirit. They must sit under the feet of the apostles for atime, in



preparation for the day when the angel isto come down from heaven.

To go to one hillion peoplein Chrigtianity, thereis going to be a great harvest of righteous men, women,
children, farms, houses, etc. asaresult of Mark 10:29,30. Isa. 47:8 She will suffer aloss of many children!
It seems like "these men," stripping locusts, are going to be sent to her as locusts were sent by Satan to the
church, and Isragl, in the early days, and she is going to be paid back double (Rev. 18:6) and great confusion,
strife, and internal turmoil are going to destroy her. Jer. 5I:51,52.
