
Daily

Ex 5:13,19 — At one time, when we were excluded from Israel, we were in a daily service to Satan, our 
master. We then were excluded from the civil rights of Israel as Sons of YHWH (Eph 2:12). We were 
in daily obedience to the god of this world.
In Israel of old there was a daily meal offering (Num 4:16). Daily offerings were necessary. A continual burnt 
offering was essential for the continual existence of the nation of Israel, lest Satan destroy them (Num 
28:24; 29:6).
Ps 56:1-2 — All the day long Satan opposes the kingdom of heaven by opposing us.
Vows were paid to YHWH day by day (Ps 61:8), praise to His Name (Heb 13:15), constantly at all times — not 
just daily.
We are daily cared for by our Father in His family (Ps 68:19), and daily shall He be praised (Ps 72:15). 
But the fool scoffs at Him day after day (Ps 74:22). But David cries to Him all the day (Ps 86:3). This 
daily sacrifice will be taken away (Dan 12:11; 11:31).
In Acts the church continued daily with one accord, constantly praising YHWH. And as a result (Acts 2:46-47
, the Sovereign kept adding to their number daily those who were being saved.
“Give us this day our daily bread” (Mt 6:11).
“Exhort one another daily” (Heb 3:13). Daily we need spiritual food. Why not ask? (Jms 4:2-3; Mt 7:7-8).
