
The Evil Day

There will come a day for ALL PEOPLE (believers and unbelievers, in the body and out of the body, in 
Israel and out of Israel). This day is called THE EVIL DAY, when times are at their worst.
For it was given him to make war with the saints and to overcome them, and authority over every tribe 
and people tongue and nation was given to him. And all who dwell on the earth will worship him, 
every one whose name has not been written from the foundation of the world in the Lamb’s Book of 
Life. The Lamb who has been slain (Rev 13:7-9). If anyone has and ear let him hear. Because you 
have kept the word of my perseverance, I also will keep you from the hour of testing, that hour which 
is about to come upon the whole world to test those who dwell upon the earth (Rev 3:10). Children 
the last hour has come, just as you have heard the anti-christ is coming, even now many anti-
anointed have arisen, from this we know it is the last hour (1 Jn 2:18-21,24,27,28). Therefore put an 
the full armor of YHWH that you may be able to RESIST (stand) in the evil day and, having done all 
that you are called to do, still stand (Eph 6:13,16).
Extinguishing the ministry of Satan (Eph 6:12,16), giving him no ministry or ground in our lives, extinguishing 
every fiery dart and flaming missile of the enemy forces which surround us — rulers, powers, world forces of 
this darkness, spiritual forces of lawlessness and wickedness.
Paul said that they did not walk in the flesh nor did they war according to the flesh. For they were in a WAR — 
warfare, and their weapons were not human but divinely powerful for the destruction of the fortresses. He said 
that they were taking every thought captive (every fiery dart) to the obedience of Messiah, and that they were 
ready to punish all disobedience whenever the church’s obedience is complete. The church is the FACTOR for 
the destruction of all disobedience and all Yahshua’s enemies. (Heb 10:13; 2 Cor 10:3-6).
Those who do not allow Satan’s ministry into their lives but listen only to the ministry of the Holy Spirit will be 
able to rule with Him in the next age. They are ISRAEL, those who rule with YHWH, YHWH’s Prince.
Today the test is in progress for all Abraham’s seed (Jms 2:22; Gen 18:19; Rom 9:29; 11:25-26).
Today our Adversary, the Devil (accuser) prowls about in the church property like a (reporter from a news 
paper) roaring lion seeking someone to devour. But we must resist him, firm in our faith (1 Pet 5:8-10), and he 
will flee from us. 
We must become not a forgetful hearer but an effectual doer, for this man will be blessed in what he does (Jms 
1:23,25; Mt 24:10-13; Jms 1:14,15,12). 
Satan will have to flee from each one of us until he has no more personal ministry in the church. As each one in 
the church takes on the personal responsibility to submit themselves to YHWH and resist the Devil, so he must 
and will flee — according to YHWH’s word. He flees to the next and then to the next until he has no more 
ground even to accuse us (Jms 4:7,6-12). 
Those who give ground to the devil and allow him to have personal ministry into their life will find themselves 
less and less content and growing weary and tired (and even BORED) in the dwelling place of the Most High. 
In this place there are sounds of rejoicing and they that dwell there go from strength to strength. They have 
passed through the valley of BACA and made it a spring (Ps 84:4-7; Ps 92:12-15).
If these do not obey, they will be open to the ministries of Satan when they arise (Acts 20:28; Mt 24:24; 2 Cor 
11:12-15; 2 Ths 2:3,7,9-11). 
Those who follow after this wicked deception have all along given themselves over to accusations, the personal 
ministry of the devil. They are set up for the false prophet and apostle, the evil workers of lawlessness, Satan’s 
ministers, who will lead astray by a misleading influence. They have always been inclined to listen to and have 
welcomed that influence in the past. If they have welcomed those lies today, they will welcome the lie in that 
evil day coming. They are not included in 2 Ths 2:13-15.
Our Father wants us to pass safely through this EVIL DAY (Lk 21:36), paying attention to and obeying the good
news of salvation, the message of how to escape from his wrath, not wanting any to perish but come to 
repentance in every area of our lives — to the knowledge of the truth, even receiving the love of the truth (2 Ths 
2:10-11; 2 Tim 2:4; 2 Pet 3:9).
