Liketheyoung men herethat areworking with Chanowk on the roof — | was thinking about headship and
crew heads. We serve our Master who isthe head of the Body, but we serve Him through those who have
morefaith, grace, and wisdom than us. You can't worship Yahshua who isthe head of the edah, the king,
without submitting to your brothersand sisters. If you bypass one of them, you are proud. If wedo this
and then think we can praise and wor ship our Father, that'sa contradiction.

Eph 5:21 — Submitting to one another is how we submit to our Master. Wefear Him and reverence Him
likethat. That'show we do unto othersaswewant to be doneto us. It'srock-bottom reality. We can
judge ourselves by that pretty accurately. We can judge what kind of relationship we have with M essiah
by how we respect and react to others. If wearereally in communion with our Master we'll bein
communion with each other. First we seek fellowship with Him, then we are at peace with all men. The
only way we can do thisisby the Holy Spirit. He only gave thiscommandment knowing that He would
giveusHisHoly Spirit. Intheworld they can doit to a certain degree. How much more should we do it
so that the world would believe?

1Pet 4:12— The“fiery ordeal” ispermitted to test and try you. Thelast thingto beredeemed isour body
when our Master returns. Our spirit isalready redeemed (1 Cor 6:17). Now Heisgaining, redeeming
our soul. It isonly that much restored aswe allow the Holy Spirit to do this. It'saccording to how much
our mind islike Messiah'sthat we'll beworthy of Him in the next age. Thereisa processgoing on. We
hopethat HE'll be Sovereign over it beforethisage ends. Every day isagreat trial. That'stheonly
possibility that we can grow. Our soul only can advance through circumstances. We can take our selves
away from all circumstances, put ourselvesinto a sterile environment, and nothing would happen.

1 Pet 2— Read it beforeyou go towork today. Even though there are no more slaves and master sthat we
know of, asfar asrelating to the Body of Messiah we still can apply this. That'snot the only placein the
New Testament that teaches ushow torelateto masters. Even in Germany they call them mastersif they
attained a certain skill.

Let'ssay Chanowk isa master on theroof. I'm just using him asan example. You might say — " | know
mor e than him, he ought to submit to me." That'spride. God will pulverize you and tear you down
because He can't stand pride. 1 Pet 5:5— Young men, submit to your elders. Theway up isdown first.
Let'sfind out who is humble and who is proud today. Little children are so submissive, so dependable.
