
Hippie-crit(Hypocrite (5273) Play actor)

Hypocrites are blind to their false profession (Mt 7:5), to God’s workings  (Lk 12:56), to true valves (Lk 
13:18).  They value human tradition (Mt 15:7; Mk 7:6) over God’s Word; they are ignorant of God’s 
demands (Mt 23:14,15,25,29) and love.  They are eager to make a display (Mt 6:2,5,16; 23:27,28) for 
some cause, yet hide their deceit and pretense.
#5273 – To act as a hypocrite.
Hypocrite — A stage player who acted under a mask, impersonating a character, a counterfeit; a man 
who assumes and speaks or acts under a feigned character (Mt 6:2,5,16); a conjecturer, guesser, 
diviner (Mt 16:3; Lk 12:56).  To distinguish oneself as a hippie who detests “the establishment” when in
fact he does exactly what he condemns.  Just as a dog or a pig, after being washed, goes back to 
what he formerly ate and wallowed in (2 Pet 2:20-22).
Hypocrites are men who act out the part of a hippie or pretend to be what they are not. The motivation is to 
present oneself; to stimulate; to distinguish oneself, such as “an actor”, acting under an assumed 
character; to dissemble, practice deceit, dissimulate.  If what they say doesn’t result in Acts 2:44-45, 
then they are merely pretending – hyprocrites (hippie-crits).

He 
must sacrifice (compromise) what he wanted for something he wanted more (the urbanized life) in 
order to become a Yuppie.]
