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Gnosis and the True Knowledge

Why did Paul write Timothy the letter called First Timothy? He wrote him, just as John wrote the communities he was associated with. 

It’s amazing that he’d tell Timothy how to conduct himself in the edah. It’s very significant. It teaches us how we should conduct ourselves. That’s how I first understood how we should conduct ourselves every morning and evening. If you don’t know that you are ignorant (Ex 29:41; 1 Chr 23:30; 1 Tim 2:8).

In the minchah we pray for the essential things pertaining to our Father’s purpose. We pray for our Father’s name to be made great, etc. (Mt 6:9-13; 1 Tim 2:1-2). In every locality, place, the men, with uplifted hands, and the women, in modest apparel, pray without any animosity between brothers and sisters. Some translations say doubting in 1 Tim 2:8. It means dissension. If you have assurance you won’t have dissension. Dissension comes from doubt. That’s how we should conduct ourselves. That’s what Paul told Timothy. 

Jms 2:7,6 — He wrote to the twelve tribes, whatever names they were called. We can’t allow anyone to blaspheme our Master’s name because of our behavior. We’re the veritable witness that’s to be observed by all. People can’t do that here at the Peace River Farm, because it’s so secluded, unless they have spyglasses. But they can downtown. Gentiles can draw wrong conclusions very quickly. They are under the influence of the evil one. We have to get to them quickly. 

John wrote a letter to the communities he was associated with. They were just being saved on knowledge and nothing else. They had knowledge, but it wasn’t passed on by the Holy Spirit. He had to tell them 1 Jn 3:14,16. It goes on and on about knowing Him. You can count the words. See how often know is in there.

Know – Gnostic — There is a knowing in the Gnostic sense and a knowing according to the true knowledge.

1 Jn 5:13 is based on something. It’s based on what you do with your life, who you are, who you pray for, who you love. That’s the test. The word continue is not in the scripture. After receiving this letter probably many realized that they hadn’t put their trust in the living God. They didn’t leave the community, but now they are truly baptized into Messiah. 

Gnosticism was creeping in, mere knowledge and no love. That’s why John wrote to the churches he was addressing. It was just like it is in Christianity today. There is a lot of natural knowledge there, but no Spirit passing Himself on to people. They have great knowledge. A lot of us could be great Gnostics. 

Jn 2:23-25 — They believed, but on our Master’s part, He didn’t believe in them. They didn’t entrust themselves to our Master. That’s why our gospel must be made very clear and our daily life will convict people. 

“How do you know that you have passed out of death into life?” I ask this of every Christian. 

1 Jn 3:14,16,24 — Verse 16 defines love. Verse 23 is a commandment again. If you do this you will know by the Holy Spirit.

“I trusted, I believed in Jesus.” 

“How do you know?”
“By the Holy Spirit.”
“Well, you can know that by the Holy Spirit only if you love the brethren.” (1 Jn 3:14). The Holy Spirit was poured out into our heart at baptism to do something. That love is action. 
Someday we have to be able to explain that to Christians. Some of them are not comfortable within Christianity. I hope we can bring out the remnant of Edom and the nations. We have to do it because that’s what love demands. We have to restore the First Edah. Can we do it? Even though all kinds of people give out papers, which makes us feel we’re like them, we can’t be held back. We try to win people and be as much like them as we can.

2 Jn 1:9-10 — This is not talking about Christians, but someone in the Community who has gone off and is trying to lead away a following after himself. We can still be hospitable to Christians, like Mormons who come to our door. They don’t know they have a wrong gospel. We don’t take issue with them. There is no threat. Christians are threatened the minute we duck into their doors. Someone is, the enemy is. Someone who has the Spirit of the living God in them doesn’t want to be a Mormon or something like it. Of course we have to watch over our young people. 

Rev 18:2-4; Isa 1:21; 42:6-9 — From the dungeon — John took that and put it into Revelations. We’re rescued from a dungeon. Some of us were rescued from a double prison. We have to have light to expose the darkness of the world and Christianity. The light has to be so bright that the disillusioned ones don’t enjoy being in the dungeon. 

When you are a Christian what are you going to be when you grow up? A policeman, a fireman, a soldier? That’s all they know. They are in a prison, in darkness, in a dungeon. 

As a disciple you are instructed to turn the other cheek. In the revolutionary war Benedict Arnold must have been the only righteous one. The word says to obey the king. The others didn’t pay taxes. A lot of those who wished to be loyal to the king went north. They called them loyalists. 

If you are a disciple you can’t be in military duty or be a policeman. The commandment of our Master is to love your enemies. We can’t be joining the army, killing other people. Then there is a war and both sides pray to the same God, supposedly. We can’t pick up the sword. We turn the other cheek. We can’t be a policeman. But Christians have no problem with this. They think they are a witness as a policeman, as a soldier. They are good soldiers. They can shoot more enemies than others. 

We’re not in this realm. We’re out of it. We’re in another dimension altogether. Christians are still in the world, under the dominion of the evil one. President Bush is supposedly a Christian. If he was a disciple and everyone in the USA were disciples, our Father would protect us. I hope he is a man of the nations. The problem is that he calls himself a Christian. 

You can see the whole thing down through the centuries. During the Civil War everybody got saved. They were afraid to die. It didn’t even enter their mind that they shouldn’t go to war.

Proverbs Night at the Peace River Farm
Pr 2:4-5 — How do you look for hidden treasures? If you don’t know this you don’t know how to look for wisdom. You have to desire it more than anything else. 

Pr 11:20 — You have to be blameless in how you walk, in what and how you speak and act.

It’s not just a matter of reciting proverbs, but knowing what to say and how to say it. You have to be speaking in such a way that everyone can hear you. That’s glory. Everyone will hear you. You are growing. Don’t speak to fast. 

Instead of just repeating something, you should be teaching us from what you understand. We want to make the world jealous. It’s not just what to say, but how to say it (Jn 12:49-50, NIV). Glory is the inner worth that demands respect from others. 

When you speak to us and look at us you don’t have to smile continually. It shows that you are a little embarrassed. You have that intimidation. ha-Emeq used to not go to school on a certain day when they had to do oral reports. The greatest known fears to man are speaking publicly and riding on airplanes. 

It’s better if we have a short proverb to not just read it but memorize it, so we can see your face and eyes when you present it.

One of the things we have to teach our children is to speak loudly. Their voice at least has to cover the people who are listening. It doesn’t need to go beyond. I just saw that the other day in Washington. They have a law there on the Mall that the sound from one event cannot interfere with another event. I think that’s a good thing. The music from the other event that was going on there was so loud that it interfered with what we were doing. Sameach went to the police and then these people in that other event had to cut their sound level down. 

You don’t have to speak louder than necessary.
