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The Infrastructure of Apprenticeship

So many complaints have come up that we are not really starting our apprenticeship, and that it has not gotten off the ground. True apprenticeship can’t be anything other than Jn 14:21. As you know, in many cases, this wasn’t happening. 

He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.
We will raise our children up to do this. That is the greatest apprenticeship, right under the parents. This is what our Master said, “The one who loves Me is whoever has my commands and keeps them.” 
Some people have Bibles and they are read so little they gather dust on the shelves. A lot of people have Bibles and they get so mixed up and confused as they try to read it from one end to the other. I have not told anyone to do that. The Bible is not written to be read that way. You have to be led by the Spirit in order to read the Bible. Whoever reads it, especially in the world, will understand it in their own way. That is why there are so many denominations in the world. Our Master can’t reveal Himself to anyone in that setting. The Gates of Hell prevail and the underground takes over, as it did to the church in the early second century.

As we, like Peter, have revelation from our Father, the gates of hell won’t overtake the Church. For those who have His commands and won’t keep them, the gates of hell come in and prevail.

Dt 10:16 — The Riffraff 

If Jn 14:21 were true for every person in the Body, that we had His commandments and kept them, then the underground could not come in and take over. We see undergrounds coming in from time to time in our communities, especially among our youth. As far as apprenticeship goes, it could not begin, or get off the ground, until Dt 10:16 was cleansed from us. The rebellious, stubborn type people have to be removed. They might appear outwardly good but they have to leave because they are inwardly rebellious, unsubmissive to the commandments. 

Therefore circumcise the foreskin of your heart, and be stiff-necked no longer. 
(Dt 10:16)

If it had started several years back and continued, then it would not have prospered because of the people who had complaint in their hearts. They had that excuse to leave, and they still have it. They only wanted apprenticeship for their own good, to be educated in a certain way for their own good, to benefit themselves when they later left the community to follow their own desires. It is why people go to college today, to end up being recognized as someone, maybe, who is rich in the world. We see that thing working, and it is just what Paul was talking about: those who desire to be rich fall into a snare (1 Tim 6:9). 

Now, I hate to call some of our youth riffraff, who weren’t really, truly dedicated or who went through the ritual of baptism or bar mitzvah, but that is what they were. It wasn’t something from the heart, from the persuasion of our Father. They were removed from the community, as those who were as Dt 10:16 all died in the wilderness. You could hardly detect who were the riffraff and who were true. When those obstacles came up on Dt 11:8, it was only to disclose the riffraff. If the people in old Israel had lived who allowed these things to remain in their heart, they would have crossed the Jordan River into the Promised Land, and had the same complaint there. It would have destroyed the nation, which ultimately it did. Our Master own words were: 

Therefore I say to you, the kingdom of God will be taken from you and given to a nation bearing the fruits of it. (Mt 21:43)
They were to produce the fruit of the Kingdom, but they didn’t. They only produced the Roman Catholic system and the Eastern Orthodoxy, and then came the Reformers, and they did the same thing, executing the “heretics” who didn’t understand the Bible the same way they did. They were threatened by them. We know the truth, and we have shepherds who take care of the flock, and so we are not threatened. 

There are so many places in the Scriptures that speak of the mixed multitude when they came out of Egypt. They were disappointed that they could not be trained in such skills that they would be able to make it is the world when they did leave. What was working in them wasn’t that they would obey our Master and love Him. Something else was working in their hearts and you can tell by the fruit.

The underlying foundation of the Body has to be built on something solid, like our Master Yahshua, which is required in any structure. He is the solid support that we are building upon. 

1 Jn 2:19 — Why they left us

When you get right down to it, what they desired was to learn skills they could use in the world once they left the Community. They didn’t know they were the ones holding apprenticeship back, and kept it from prospering by the Holy Spirit. Our Father knows everyone’s heart. They used apprenticeship as an excuse to leave the Community. It was like a decoy or something. But as we know and understand, all things work together for the good for those who love our Master and are called according to His purpose (Rom 8:28). 

As 1 John says, whoever leaves us left us to show they weren’t a part of us (1 Jn 2:19). There were a people who were a part of the “us” there. It says “us” six or seven times there. Even though the children didn’t know what was working inside of them, for it was never inculcated into them to know who they were, they did the Community a great service, which is what anyone does who leaves because they love the world, for the love of the Father was not in them. The people who do love the world can’t be in the Body. Eventually they will be ousted. It will happen in this way or that way. Our Father will allow them to be tempted. He doesn’t tempt them, but He allows them to be tempted, and they sin a sin that takes them out of the Body. Some have to be sent off and others have left, afraid of facing their judgment. 

And so the Body is continually purified. It is a Body principle. We would have gotten off to a false start in apprenticeship and it wouldn’t have lasted long. Even in the beginning of the Edah, a lot of the people who came in weren’t genuine. They weren’t sincere. It is just like the word believe in Jn 2:23. Many “believed” in Him, but as far as He was concerned, He didn’t believe in them (Jn 2:24). He didn’t entrust Himself to them. He knew it was only a belief in the mind, “Oh, I am going to go to heaven when I die,” and that was the only thing they cared about.

That is the message we were all under who came from Christianity. That was such a sorry, sorry, Billy Graham-type message, but our Master always spoke of the gospel of the kingdom, of His rule in their hearts, that He could dwell in them and rule over all the nations in the universe. That is the ultimate purpose. It is not just going to heaven.

Keli – That gospel is right in line with Satan’s thinking, as though it gets you some kind of security. You can believe in that gospel, for it is the same gospel that is preached in the public schools, “Get a good education, get a good job, and have security the rest of your life.” 
The gospel we preach in the Body is the same as apprenticeship, where the learning we do is for the sake of the Body. Learning anything for any other motive is not right. Our Father is not doing anything different with apprenticeship than with His gospel. Christianity’s gospel fits right in with the world. 

The Necessary Infrastructure of Apprenticeship 

Keli talks about the word infrastructure a lot because of all the things he has learned becoming a contractor. Infrastructure is something that is based below or beneath, inferior to the foundation, which is our Master. It is essential for the building. There is no building without an infrastructure. There is no building without the solid foundation of our Master Yahshua. Whoever builds with precious materials or with hay, wood, and stubble, will each have their reward. That is 1 Cor 3:10-15. If we build with corruptible materials, our works will burn, and we will be saved, but only as through fire. We are not worthy to rule with our Master in the next age in that case. We would have to go through a great discipline for a thousand years, to be worthy to be His dwelling place in the eternal age. 

Infrastructure is the installations and facilities, as roads, power plants, transportation, and communications systems, etc., necessary and essential in the foundation of a city (or a Community – 1 Cor 3:9-15). That is why you pay property taxes to get these things going. If you don’t like paying those taxes, go out into the woods. 

We have heard the word infrastructure but we hardly know what it means. We are on the same root system as the First Church was. The tree is fallen, but there is a new sprout that comes forward, but on the same root system, the same foundation. The tree somehow died, but we are springing forth from the ancient root system. 

There could be people who are building with hay, wood, and stubble. Some will build with precious stones, gold, and silver. How does it read?

According to the grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder I have laid the foundation, and another builds on it. But let each one take heed how he builds on it. For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which is laid, which is Messiah Yahshua. Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, each one’s work will become clear; for the day will declare it, because it will be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one’s work, of what sort it is. If anyone’s work which he has built on it endures, he will receive a reward. If anyone’s work is burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire. (1 Cor 3:10-15)

Isn’t that remarkable, the love our Father has? It is a mighty and wonderful thing it says there, that we will be saved even though we build with hay, wood, and stubble. He has given us the Holy Spirit and what are we going to do, build with hay, wood, and stubble? No, for it will just burn up. We are going to be judged by our works in the Body, done by the grace He gives us and by the faith we have (2 Cor 5:10). And then there are those who destroy, and they will be destroyed (1 Cor 3:16-17). The destroyers are sent away and the builders, the true sons overcome (Isa 49:17). They overcompensate for what the destroyers have done. It is just like when a slave was not doing his job, the master would discipline him, and the other slaves would say, “Amen,” for they would have to make up for what the lazy slave didn’t do.

We have to be careful how we are building. We are all servants and certainly we will be disciplined in this life. If we are lazy, good-for-nothing servants, we will be disciplined by missing the Kingdom age. We all have our certain works to do to build the infrastructure in order to build the building. Here we are, establishing a tribe, presenting the right Yahshua to people, the son of the living God, laying a foundation that others will build upon. You are the foundation stones and others will be built upon you until that nation is established that will be a witness to the whole world. 

Removing the Ingratitude Bunch

To start the apprenticeship program with a faulty infrastructure would have been a disaster. Our Father had to remove the ingratitude bunch. They are not thankful, having a lack of appreciation for Messiah’s Body, which granted salvation for all those who love Him. We either love Him or we don’t. If we say we love Him, why don’t we obey Him? The Word of God says that whoever says they love Him, but does not obey Him, are liars, and the truth is not in them (1 Jn 2:4). Therefore, we had to come out of that religion, to come into the Body of Messiah. 

The greatest, most wonderful thing in the Old Testament is to take care of widows and orphans and to be unstained by the world. It takes a community to take care of widows and orphans and to be unstained by the world. Here, we are each other’s protector.

Those who were not grateful, who were thankless and disloyal, who were filled with ungratefulness, were and are still being removed. It is youth and adults alike, little bit by little bit. Those who aren’t sincere will be removed, in time, all of them. Those who are building with hay, wood, and stubble, are the foolish virgins. They are saved, but they will not take part in the thirty-day war at the end of the age. They won’t be taken up to meet our Master in mid-heaven. They won’t be able to rule with Him in the next age, for their works are hay, wood, and stubble. What we try to do when we see people building with hay, wood, and stubble is to help them. We go to our shepherds and elders and say, “I see this, I don’t know what it is, but this what I think.” 
We may have to rely on your gift of discernment. We have to be sensitive to those among us who see the ones who are not being honored by our Father. “Whoever serves me where I am will be honored by My Father” (Jn 12:26). 

Therefore, there will be those who are removed before the Race can begin. The Race can’t begin with any extra weight. You have to practice and practice and practice until you get all the excess fat off. The Race will be starting sometime in the next few years. We don’t know. We are waiting for those things to be revealed. We don’t know those things on some plan. We don’t know the day or hour of His return (Mt 24:36), but we know that He will return on the one thousand, two hundred and sixtieth day that we flee into the wilderness (Rev 12:6). Will we bring our calendars into the wilderness? I don’t know. We might.

We are being prepared to build the infrastructure. It is hard for me to understand, but the foolish virgins will endure to the end with us. They will weep over and regret their lack of wisdom. Our Master will take them after those thirty days to where He will judge, probably Jerusalem. They will have to go to what we know as the second death for believers. They will not be worthy to rule and reign with Him for a thousand years (Rev 2:25-26). Death is either punishment or discipline. It is punishment for the ungodly, or discipline for those who are His. He disciplines those who didn’t love Him, for they didn’t take their opportunities in this life. 

Would we find fifty percent wise and fifty percent foolish in this room, if we really talked things over with each person? I doubt it, but according to Mt 25 that is what we will find in the end. That means something to us. We can give thanks to our Father for revealing it to us: “Thank you Father, for giving us that understanding. I don’t want to be a foolish virgin.” 
I hope we can undo that. Maybe the first century church was more foolish than wise, for only a few were left who didn’t stain their garment, according to Rev 3:4. This is what we try to get across to our children. I see some parents just tenacious, with warm tight hands, lovingly trying to rule over their children. I see other parents loose, maybe a little bit cold with their children… and we have to answer for these things.

Infrastructure – The Basics

The infrastructure is the basic structure upon the foundation. We are foundation stones, tested stones. We are tested to see if we will crush. If we are crushed, He can’t build anything on us. We have to be tested stones that won’t crush under the weight of that building. Our Master is a tested foundation, isn’t He? He was tested thoroughly when He went to the cross and so was able to pay for our sins when He went to death.

The infrastructure is the basic, fundamental ingredient placed upon the foundation itself. We are the foundation upon the foundation. We are the ones built right on our Master Yahshua and the rest will be built upon us. We should praise our Father for choosing us to be the ones whom all the weight will be built upon. We have to be thankful for that and know why He chooses us, which is on the same basis He chose Abraham (Gen 18:19 and Jn 7:17). 

The infrastructure is essential to the building up of the Body. Eph 2:19-20 speaks of the foundation of the apostles and prophets. People come to me and they don’t know whether they are in the Body or not, whether they have received Messiah or not, and they say, “I want your Spirit, I want your Yahshua.” That is how people have to be with you, too: “I want your Savior.”
There are many Jesuses. A lot of people were “saved” by these ones who don’t save, who don’t bring them into the community of the redeemed. If you go back to the Hebrew our Master spoke, He said, “I will build my Edah and the gates of hell will not prevail against it.” That is, if you translate the New Testament right, and not use the word church, which just means a building to most people. It is the foundation, the fundamental infrastructure, the starting of it, the building up of it. The forming of the foundation to the building up of the Body is according to Eph 2:19-20 and 4:16, Col 1:19-20 and 2:19. Finally, a growth that comes from God, instead of something else that falls apart, as all the communities did of the 1960’s and 1970’s. Our Master asked, “Who do you say that I am, Peter?” and he answered, “You are the Messiah, the Son of the Living God.” To which our Master replied, “Upon this foundation I will build my church” (Mt 16:15-18).

That didn’t come from flesh-and-blood decree, which is what the “church fathers” did in the third and fourth centuries. Just believe this decree and you will be saved. What Peter said came from our Father. That is what the gates of hell will not prevail against. We know the first church left their first love. They became stained – all the things it says in Rev 2 and 3. We went back to those churches in Greece and we couldn’t find them. They weren’t there anymore. The gates of hell had prevailed against them. 

All the riffraff – can we say that about people? The Bible does; it says rabble, mixed multitude. All the riffraff had to be removed before the basic, elemental, supporting, structural, sustaining, central and essential building stones can now stand and be put in their place. You are going to see it pretty soon. Every one of you essential stones will be put in their place. Right now we are not born. We might be somewhere in transition. Messiah is a Body to be entered in through Baptism (Gal 3:23). That means immersed, not just a ritual you go through. The outward and inward are the same. That is baptism, otherwise you just got wet. 

The riffraff are described in Jer 6:27-30. There are so many verses about them. The riffraff is mixed in with the holy people. It is a holy people, but it is mixed. What are you supposed to do with your faulty brother? Just water and cultivate him a little more. We assume that everyone is wheat. If we don’t, we will start pulling up the wheat (thinking they are tares) and will start biting and devouring one another (Gal 5:14-15). Of course, if they do rebellious acts, we have to send them out of the Body. 

But with everyone else we have to think the best, watering them, and continuing to think the best. The tares often pull themselves out of the Body. Our Father regards the mixed multitude as worthless. If you are not building with precious materials, but with hay, wood, and stubble, you are not worthy of much. We must walk worthy of Messiah; such disciples are the ones who will enter the next age with Him (Rev 3:4; Col 1:10).

The riffraff were worthless or disreputable. They didn’t have a good reputation. You really wouldn’t assign them to something very important. You didn’t really trust them. They were disreputable. It is actually the people whom the eternal Father, Son, and Holy Spirit can’t work with in order to build. He knows whom He can trust and whom He can’t. Even the ones you can’t trust, we are going to try and make them into worthy, precious stones. We are not going to cast them out, for that is our Father’s judgment. But we do have to have discernment about who will give essential responsibilities to. 

Mt 12:30 says we are either with Him or against Him. We are either gathering or scattering. Do we have a determination to gather with Him? Ex 12:38 speaks about the mixed multitude, rabble, or riffraff. It is just a wonderful warning to us that we wouldn’t be in that category. When a father looks at his son, he knows he can trust him. He knows whether he will receive the Holy Spirit at his bar mitzvah or not. The father and son can’t just go through the ritual. We all have to have faith. You have persuaded us without any doubt. Last night when Chets Barur and Hayeh lifted up that baby they didn’t have any doubt that the day would come when she would receive the Holy Spirit and be the eternal home of our Father.
 

Dt 10:16 – I just wanted to start out with this verse. The riffraff are defined as those who do not have, or act like they do not have, a covenant relationship with YHWH. Such a person is of the mixed multitude, he is part of the riffraff, a tare. They are defined as those who do not have, or who act like they don’t have, a covenant relationship with our Master. 

People in the Community are either spiritual, natural, or foolish. The natural man does not have the Holy Spirit, but the foolish does, though he is not acting like it. Num 11:4 – They complained in spite of their deliverance by their God. All of those died in the wilderness that came out of Egypt. Among us they are the people who had no intention to build the Body of Messiah. They tried to destroy the whole Body. 
The preparation for the Race is on; there is no turning back. We are approaching the starting line. As we go on we have to be perfectly, absolutely cleansed from anything that would keep us from running that Race. 

Benyamin – I could see why apprenticeship couldn’t start until the mentors knew who the builders were. There were people who were destroying the infrastructure. We get our security from our Master, not from being able to do this or that. Everything we do has to be for the Tribe, our nation, and our Master. Otherwise, everything we do destroys. People who are not extremely grateful that our Father chose us to be foundation stones can’t be used. If it weren’t for Him, we would not be in a place where we could be used. I am thankful that our Father is laying a good foundation. We have to learn diligence. Sometimes we work late hours, but they are teaching us to always be serving our Master, no matter what we are doing. Then our Father will be able to bless the beginning of apprenticeship. 

Mevaser – I was thankful for what we heard for I see how we live in a spiritual realm. Everything has to be redeemed. We can’t build anything except on the foundation of the apostles and prophets. Apprenticeship for Israel is something different than apprenticeship in the nations. Everything that we do has to be built on the foundation of revelation of our Father. Some lacked the fear of YHWH to wait on revelation in building apprenticeship. We are here to establish apprenticeship as a spiritual entity. Only the spiritual can understand the Spirit. 

Yochanan ben Ra’am – I was thankful that you don’t have to force the riffraff to leave. Most of the time they just leave on their own. I love everybody here. I loved people who left. Everyone who builds keeps on building, even when the riffraff leave. Those who are connected with our Master don’t have time to cry about the riffraff leaving. We love everybody; we want to see the whole world saved. My desire is to build with the faithful and trustworthy. They are going to stay with us until the end. I really love the brothers and sisters, the ones our Master is going too look at and say, “Well done, good and faithful servants.”
I just wanted to make sure we understand. When a sheep leaves, what do we do? We go and get them, leaving the ninety-nine to get the one (Lk 15:4-8). But the sheep are not those who leave and start accusing the Body. We make every effort to get the sheep back. 

Shemiyah – I was thankful for what Yoneq said about watering the tares. The Son of Man will send forth His angels and will gather out of His Kingdom all those who cause to stumble or commit lawlessness. 
We have to live from love of our brothers and sisters and not from a secret agenda in our hearts. Mt 12:30 says we will be judged by every careless word. That is how we cause to stumble, by those careless words. Our words are careful or careless. We care about our brothers, and whether we are building or not, and how we build. We care whether our words go into someone and cause them to increase in revelation of our Father and love for their brothers. If we are not careful, our words can diminish it. We are not to tear anyone out whom we think is a tare. 

Someone may not be a tare even though he is acting like one at a particular time.
Yowceph Rodriguez – We are building the infrastructure that is building up the Body of Messiah. Our Father gave us the human body with its amazing infrastructure to understand the Body of Messiah. When you think of the human being, it is exactly the way Yoneq described infrastructure. There is a tremendous highway system in the human being, the circulatory system. When there is a breakdown of that infrastructure, than anything that wants to destroy the Body goes there. It wants to break down the infrastructure. Our Father has had to rid the Body of some people, either by them leaving or by having to be sent away, for the process of elimination will go on. The things that are causing damage to the Body have to go. 

The other example I was thinking of was a beehive. The first thing that has to be put in place when a beekeeper starts a hive is the foundation. The frame has a sheet of wax called the foundation, and then the bees work on that, on top of that, the bees build up the infrastructure. They start producing wax out of their own bodies. They make up the most amazing infrastructure so that the hive can work. They can bring forth an edah. It has to start with a foundation that has an infrastructure so that it can bring forth the hive. We need to have the foundation of our Master Yahshua so that our Father can bring forth the infrastructure. We are the infrastructure, part of it, so that everything can be present to make the Body grow to the fullness of Him. 

Labeshu – Paul said, “According to the grace of God which was given to me, like a wise master builder I laid a foundation, and another is building on it. But each man must be careful how he builds on it.” (1 Cor 3:10)

Then you look at his life, 2 Cor 1:3-4, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our affliction so that we will be able to comfort those who are in any affliction with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.” 
Somehow, they had been through suffering in order to help others who would have the same suffering. We are the ones who are the infrastructure. Now we go through all the suffering, for the sake of all the others who will come after us. Then Paul continued, “…always carrying about in the body the dying of Yahshua, so that the life of Yahshua also may be manifested.” They went before the others who would follow, and that is exactly our calling and I am thankful for that. 

Othniel – I was thinking about the Temple and the immune system of the Body. We heard something very valuable today and what we do with it has everything to do with how the Body will build itself up in love. Easily, probably all of us who are healthy can be convicted by what we heard and seeing how we do some of these things. We have to be careful how we build. We need to be the most thankful people on the face of the earth. If we are thankful we will be happy. 

We have gratitude, a gratefulness that we have been brought from the kingdom of darkness into the kingdom of light. These verses in 1 Cor 3, the next verse says, “Do you not know that you are a temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?” 
Do you know that? A lot of times I walk around doing things and I don’t know that. Yoneq and I were talking earlier about things that aren’t safe here at the farm. And we do a lot of things, but we don’t always have our priorities straight. Then in 1 Cor 3:17 it says, “If any man destroys the temple of God, God will destroy him, for the temple of God is holy, and that is what you are.” 
We want all mankind to be saved, that they could build one another up and be utilized fully. We really have something to do. We have been charged. Those ties above us (large beams spanning the open space of the high ceilings) are really essential; without them the walls would fall out and the roof would collapse on us and we would be crushed. 

We don’t go to one another to “get” each other, but to build one another up. I am thankful for the anointing, for we all want the Race to begin. 

The “you” there is plural in 1 Cor 3:17. We are all together the Temple. There is no such thing as one person being the Temple. That thought permeates Christianity and it is so silly. We are all individuals, but we are all a part of a corporeal unity, which is observable. 

Shalem bat Hoshua – It spoke to me that our Father doesn’t choose people who are just good at something, but those who are willing to do His will. There was a time recently when I thought what I knew mattered, but I am thankful that I can live in a place where there is a true foundation. It would be so sad if I came to the end when our Master returned and I wasn’t able to meet with Him in the air because I had built with my own strength. I want to do what I do with our Master’s grace so that I can endure to the end. 

Natan – I was thankful for what we heard when this teaching began in Jn 14:21, about having our Master’s commands and keeping them. That is the priority. Growing up here I have always known what the commandments are. I have heard them every day at the gatherings and in the stories. Then we come to an age where we are responsible for keeping them. 

In Isa 49:17 we see some of those who came to the age of responsibility became destroyers, trying to hinder the others who were trying to forge ahead in building on the right foundation. I can’t think of anything more destructive than one trying to build and the other right next to him trying to destroy. It is like two oxen working against one another. We have talked on our crew about how almost all the destroyers have left or been sent away. Your builders hurry, as we heard in the gathering. 

Another thing we have heard a lot is that we go through things to see what we are made of. That is how it has been for me the last while on these jobs. We have a wonderful crew and we talk about these things. That is the important thing right now. It is not important that we went through some electrical course and now we are an electrician. We are going through the course of learning to keep His commandments no matter what. 

Then, what we do learn will accomplish something. 

Shimshone – The foundation we are established on is that our Father gave us life in our Master Yahshua. Everything we do is for our Master. We have nothing apart from Him. It is all on the foundation of giving Him everything back. Unless we learn everything for Him, it is in vain. There is no use to any other learning. 

Our Master grew up and was apprenticed. He had so much understanding and revelation in the Temple, but when His parents came back for Him, He went with them and grew in knowledge and revelation. He was serving His parents and learning what His purpose was in life. Then, after John baptized him He set His life on the course of fulfilling His purpose, which was to save us. 

He can only use us to establish His nation and His people when everything we learn is on the right foundation. 

Barak – I was thankful for what I heard today, too. The first Scripture that Yoneq spoke of was Jn 14:21, “He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.”
 I was thinking about how many years I spent going to church and in Christianity. The only thing I knew was that you had to recite the “Our Father” and all these other prayers. Everything was ritual. It seems like I am just beginning to see our Father’s heart for me. Our Master asked His disciples who they thought He was, and Peter had revelation in his heart, “You are the Son of the Living God.” 
He knew. It is wonderful that we can know our Master’s heart and He will reveal Himself to us. I am thankful for what I have heard today.
