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Orientation for the Nations and Edom

Obadiah — To hear the word is the most amazing thing. It puts you right into reality, showing you where you are at, because it is the truth. Yoneq spoke about the blame game, and I knew exactly what he was talking about, having played this game many times in the past.
 But now it’s clear what you have to do in order to win this game. You have to blame yourself. That’s the key to friendship, relationships, and the abundant life. That puts what Paul talked about in Eph 4:1-3 into practical terms. All humility — blaming yourself. 
It’s clear from Isa 58 that the pointing of the finger has to cease before the sun rises, before the Race can begin. That kind of gets the beginning of the Race out of the technical realm, of the twelve tribes being completed, of the nation being established, the counting off of the Sabbatical years, etc., and into the actual running part. How long does it take me to receive something, to really receive it? 
Just like the sunrise, I felt that something really beautiful will happen in our relationships when the Race begins. It was so beautiful to hear about the veritable witness, that the holy don’t take care of their own needs but that they take care of each other’s needs. It was so good to hear that. It wasn’t something new that we heard, because that was the message we heard in the beginning. We never will hear something new, in the sense of something different, than what we heard in the beginning. Of course the message will get clearer and clearer as we go along. 
The seed that’s been preserved has always been a bit mystical to me. I used to wonder about how it was done, and what it was that was actually preserved. The life of Yahshua that was in the First Edah couldn’t be preserved on the earth. It came to a place when it wasn’t being passed on anymore in the First Edah. Our Father preserved it when the last person in the First Edah, with the life of Yahshua in them, died. It is an amazing miracle that about 30 years ago the seed found a home in Yoneq’s fertile heart. 
Yoneq spoke about a community that felt that it would be better for their families to do their own personal needs shopping.
 I can understand that kind of thinking. I can relate to it. However this is not the message that we heard from the beginning. It was something new. It’s not the life of the holy. It is not the seed that we received. That seed doesn’t change. It has been preserved. It bears the same fruit. The love of our Father at work, taking care of each other’s needs, that’s veritable the witness of the kingdom. If that thinking in that community would have been left unchecked it eventually would have destroyed the witness that our Father is after.

That love is what captured my heart in the beginning. I remember when I first understood something about love. It was before I was baptized. I had been living in the community for about three weeks. One of the people that took care of me back then and covered me was Ne’eman (Al Jayne). He came to me one day and told me that I was supposed to work the night shift in the Brainerd Deli. Now this Al Jayne, who was asking me this seemingly unreasonable demand, was the same person about whom I wondered at times if he wasn’t an angel, because of his purity and absolute devotion to our Master. To me Ne’eman was flawless in how laid down his life, perfect in his love. However when he broke this news to me, putting that extra demand on my life, I thought I didn’t hear right. Here I was really suffering and struggling, coming to grips with the reality of the gospel about hating my life and giving it up for Yahshua, probably having worked almost through a whole day and then on top of it being asked to work through the night. 
It was too much for me. I started the blame game. I mean I let him have it. At first he just tried to encourage me and explain to me how they needed extra help on the weekends in that place and how I maybe could get some rest before starting work that night. That wouldn’t do it for me. Of course I didn’t really care about wasting my life and hanging out late at night and through the night for whatever crazy thrill before I met the community. Finally Ne’eman just started crying and offered to take my place that night. That was also too much for me, because now my heart started breaking. I could really see the evil in me and I hated it. I saw the hurt that it caused right in front of me and I couldn’t stand it. I went to work that night, bending over that low sink in that place, washing dishes the whole night. It was one of the greatest nights in my whole life. I understood something. I saw that there is no self-concern in love. To me that was the most amazing thought that I ever had in my entire life up until that time. It occupied my mind the whole night and for days to come. I had encountered the seed. 
I used to keep a diary at that particular time in my life and later on I wrote down what I experienced that night. Then Yochanan Abraham got a hold of it and read it. He exclaimed to me, “That’s revelation.” I didn’t know what revelation was. They didn’t use that word in my family or in my circle of friends. I had such a mystical understanding of revelation, like some kind of physical manifestation of God or something like this.

It has not always been easy, and at times have I felt like giving up. There have been plenty of times when I denied that love, but somehow that love has been able to reach my heart and recapture it even in my darkest hours. I am thankful for that. That love is what I saw in the beginning. That’s what I wanted and that’s what I gave my life for. I never want to hear something different. 
Naomi — ha-Emeq spoke about the big organic garden that we will have in Hillsboro. We all will work together in this garden. That will be the light, the veritable witness. This is so amazing that this is on our Father’s heart. The Pilgrims couldn’t do this when they came over. They were still slaves to living for themselves. They didn’t have the love of our Father poured out into their heart. They couldn’t work together in their common garden. It ended up that they all had their individual gardens. We have to pick up where they failed. We have to go beyond that.

Almah — We were speaking about stewardship. Our Father wants us to not possess or dominate. He wants us to care, to be caretakers. He wants this beautiful demonstration, and if we are selfish it takes away from that witness. 
If we reach out to our neighbors first and make friends with them, they love us. We have to do this before they hear the bad reports. We did that in Vista and if bore good fruit. Somehow we are deficient in this in some places. 
Communication is to communicate everything within you, everything you have. Even though they use this word differently, that’s the true meaning of it.

Paul said in 1 Tim 6:6 that there is great gain in godliness with contentment. Great gain means that the kingdom is right before you (verses 7-8).
The world seeks first for food and clothing; we seek first for the kingdom. Someone else provides income by going to work; cooks cook, others makes clothes, etc. Everyone serves. We’re to be content with food and clothing.

Verse 9 — Those who desire to have more than they need in order to maintain their life, maintain their security, have their comfort in full. They only have comfort in this life and not for the rest of eternity. 
Verse 17 — As we make friends with people in the world, as they ask for the hope within us, if they give us opportunity, we can tell them this. But this is not the first thing you do when you see a rich person. We’re to tell them this is what they’re supposed to do (verses 18-19).
Verse 18 — To do good, ready to distribute, willing to share, to communicate (KJV). That’s introducing this rich person into the kingdom where they can share with their needy brothers.

In Acts 2 and 4 they distributed their goods to all who had needs. These people were true friends.

1 Tim 6:9 — If that’s true and you see a rich person and have a relationship with him, you want to warn him (Lk 6:24).
1 Tim 6:18 uses the word koinonia, meaning to share in common, bestow, impart, confer, as in Rom 12:13. Those are some of the many other words for a rich person (Acts 2:39-40). We are going to meet so many in the future because the wealth of the nations will come in.

1 Tim 6:9-10 — I am thankful the woe is not upon us. The proceeds from the sale of the “white elephant” in Fort Myers will be distributed. There are so many needs that have come up in the last months in different places, and they have no way to meet them. We’re not living for ourselves, but for others. That’s one of the ways the remnant of Edom will come in. They’ll see what Mt 6:31-33 means. We were no different from the nations, seeking for food and clothing. We could make a list of what people in the world do for themselves.

Amos 9:11-12 — The remnant of Edom is Christianity. That’s prophecy referred to in Acts 15:16-17, the remnant of Edom and the nations. Jer 51:58 — The remnant will come out of Edom before it’s burned. 
The Edomites shared a common ancestry with Israel. Esau was Jacob’s twin brother. They have always been enemies. Edom and Esau are the same. “Come out of her.” The remnant will come out of Christianity and the nations before they’re destroyed. It’s up to us to do this. It’s given to us to orient them to the light (Lk 1:79). We have to give an orientation for the nations. “I’ve never seen that. I am rich in the nations. I seek my own food and clothing as a Christian.” The sunrise from on high will come and bring direction, light. 
Just going over to a neighbor yesterday was a blessing, a joy. We didn’t go over and condemn them for watching TV. Matthew told his parents that it’s not good to watch TV, etc. He was a little bit staunch with his parents. But they are not disciples. Let them see our life and ask for the hope they see. In the beginning we made enemies with our parents and friends in Chattanooga. We were so zealous.

Lk 1:77-79 — I’m so thankful we can be that orientation. Orientation — I know that word only from school. You go to orientation to get oriented. They show you where the classrooms are, etc., and how to get somewhere. When you first get there it’s totally confusing if you don’t go to orientation.

The orient is the east. If you know where the east is, where the sun comes up, then you can get oriented. Right now we’re in the dawn of our existence.

Pr 4:18 — “The path of the righteous is like the light of the dawn…” We’ll get more and more revelation and understanding to give others direction.

1 Pet 2:12; 3:15 — If you give a defense about the hope that’s in you, don’t do it with condemnation but with gentleness and reverence (verse 16).
1 Pet 3:13-16 — “Do not fear what they fear and do not be intimidated.” When people start seeing the hope within us, then it’s a good time to share with them, especially our neighbors. Then you’re not just separated from those sinners.
