The Sunrise from on High

We must always remember the reason we exist, the purpose we came to life for. Revelation came to us, light into darkness. We were just breathing air, existing, like people who don’t know why they are living, sitting in darkness. 
Lk 1:54-55 — Miriam’s song of praise in Luke 1 speaks of the promise to Abraham, that somehow someday Israel would attain to the enemy-free land. Of course they were at that time under Roman domination. It was a discipline. Their own obstinacy brought it upon them. There would have been no discipline if they’d praised our Father, but only a few could do this at that time. 

Verses 67-71 — This is really an amazing prophecy. He spoke about the coming of the Savior. Verses 72-75 speak about the enemy-free land and descendants as many as stars in the universe. If you’re not one of these descendants you’re not the seed of Abraham.  Gen 15:6 — He showed him the universe, as much as he could see.

Lk 1:74 — That’s where we get the term “enemy-free land” from. We have to fulfill all prophecy, just as Paul hoped in his day that he would fulfill for old Israel. 
Acts 26:8 — The goal is to resurrect old Israel from the dead in order to live in the next age as a twelve-tribed nation continually for Him. But Acts 26:7 and Acts 13:47 are speaking of the present twelve tribes that Paul said he was raising up to bring about that promise. He’s not talking about the Jews, the natural descendants of Abraham.

The fruit of the kingdom has to be produced. It didn’t happen in the first century. There has to be a restoration. Rom 11:15 — God will raise up the dead, resurrect old Israel, only when the fruit of the kingdom is produced by us. 
Lk 1:77-78 is the dawn, sunrise, orient, orientation, the eastern sun, the rising sun, the orient as it says it in the Greek, the dawning. They are all mixed up and sit in darkness. If you get lost, you look east to where the sun comes up. “Oh, that’s the east, where the sun comes up. Now I know my way.”
The sunrise will break upon us. Now it has only broken upon a few. We’re that light that has to break on the world. Thousands and thousands will come. 
People sit in the shadow of death. There is no sunlight. They don’t know where the sun is. “…to guide our feet into the kingdom, the way of peace.” That’s where peace will be when our Master rules. He promised it 2000 years ago. He’ll come and establish it when we do our part, when we keep the way of YHWH. 
Gen 18:19 — There has never been a people that has done that. Maybe there was a first generation, but not a second generation. The children didn’t pay attention. They listened to other spirits. Then their eternal destiny is set. They are not even foolish virgins. They can’t receive the Holy Spirit. They are distracted. They can’t be directed by their parents. We want to fulfill the promise that our Father gave to Abraham. There was never anyone who raised up generation after generation, a third and fourth generation. Always the iniquities of the fathers were passed on. The children didn’t listen, didn’t pay attention. 
People right now are sitting in darkness. When you go out shopping you can see that they don’t know their left hand from their right hand. We need to have the tender mercies of our Father. That’s why we live in community. That’s why we establish the house downtown, a farm here. It’s light and life together.

Azariah (natural seed) — I had opportunity to meet the natural seed lately. I didn’t see a sparkle in their eyes. They were disobedient. It came upon them. They just ask, “Why? Are we the chosen ones?” I want to overcome for them so they can receive what was promised to Abraham.

The natural seed will come in in this age, along with Châm and Yapheth. It’ll be a great and mighty witness. There will be peace. It’ll make the Jews jealous. It’ll be a wonderful demonstration in Ithaca. We want to begin there. There are many natural seed there.

ha-Emeq — How far is Baruch’s father (natural seed) fallen? He doesn’t even know. He lost the twinkle. A man sick like him (cancer) shouldn’t even eat breakfast at McDonalds. He is on chemotherapy. Right now he is at the lowest place of it. He feels terrible. If he lives through it it’ll take six years to recover. He was called to be a son of Abraham, to have wisdom, understanding, insight. He does admire us. Something rises in his heart, “Maybe my son…”
It is sad to see the world going on in the way it does. The other day we happened to meet Eliezer, Yonah, and Ruel at Wal Mart. It was social time at Tuesday morning in Wal Mart. I saw my brothers at Wal Mart — real people. But those other people had lost everything. They watch TV and eat. Then Tuesday morning comes and it is social time at the Cafeteria at Wal Mart. That’s their excitement. The sunrise needs to come. 
In the First Edah they worked day and night. Sometimes we do this. We do it for this hope. We aren’t ashamed of it. We do it, so that this nation would rise. 
There is something greater than Wal Mart and McDonalds. We have so much more. The hope we have is really heavy, weighty. It has to dawn on our children. If they space out, they won’t have hands to receive something really heavy and they will just let it drop. There is the trivial life at Wal Mart, but there’ll be a people who have more than Wal Mart and McDonalds. Wal Mart and McDonalds are the places where people get all their food and life.

Acts 26:7 — The twelve tribes earnestly serving night and day means 24 hours, all around the world. It’s the different tribes in their different time zones. It’s not that we, in a particular place, never stop and just work for 24 hours straight, continually. It’s Mal 1:5,11 — that’s a prophecy in Malachi. The twelve tribes will be doing this. 
Isa 49:6,8; 2 Cor 6:2 — “I’ll give you as a light to the nations… to restore the dry, crusty land over in Israel,” where they are pumping in that water. There is not much rain there. The day will come when that desolate land will be given back to the twelve tribes of Israel. It will be a marvelous day in the next age.

Acts 3:21 — Heaven holds Him until He can restore the land, until we put all His enemies under His feet. We have a great commission to accomplish.

Zemirah — I am thankful for this life we have. It’s a great responsibility. It’s heavy to carry. Probably my children lack revelation, but I want them to go much further than me. I want to make sure that they have a clean spirit in all those situations when they bicker and contend with each other. If I really see the value of this life our Father will give the blessing of revelation. 
The light we are talking about doesn’t come by watching TV or listening to radio shows. It comes by the life we live together. There is peace here. There can’t be peace in the next age if there is no peace here. When the enemy can’t divide us anymore, then our Master will be able to return.

Like Zerubbabel ben Obadiah — somebody took his tool. This is a marvelous opportunity to not lose his peace. That’s the perils of community living. We can’t lose our peace when these things happen. This happens all the time. I’m sure no one flew off the handle. Especially in driving you can’t lose your peace and fly off the handle. They call it road rage.
