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There is Nothing Shocking…
But One Thing Will Startle the World

If you all wait for the Nicolaitans, you will make Nicolaitans out of people. That’s how it was in the First Edah. They were just waiting for people to start something.

Yochanan — I’m sorry I held back and hesitated. I am thankful to be the seed of Abraham, to be grafted in. I always hated the world. I am thankful to be one of those who go against that order. Abraham left. He didn’t like the world either. Whatever he saw, I don’t know. People being selfish, living empty lives? He must have been so released when our Father said, “Go.” I hate the world, the darkness of people not knowing why they are created. I am thankful to bring that to an end. It took generations for Abraham’s descendants to come up with twelve tribes, but Abraham took steps towards it.

Yadonah — I’m thankful to be involved in what our Father is doing on the earth. I am still young. I have been only four years here. When I visited my family I could see how quickly things are degenerating. During Vietnam, in ‘67 – ‘70, I spent almost four years in Japan. Coming back was like a culture shock. People were speaking words that wouldn’t have been spoken publicly before. It was on TV. Of course I got leveled quickly. It is such a quick degeneration. I am thankful we have a remedy to what is happening. I never connected the things that are going on to the unseen realm to the evil one. I am thankful now I have understanding and I can help those who are in darkness.

The Hippie Movement, the Peace Movement came at that time. Just the manner of dress in public school changed so much from when I went to school. We couldn’t go to school unless we applied ourselves to the rules in every way. They’d take you back home if you didn’t. Now anything goes. There is no standard.

ha-Emeq — Eliezer mentioned the musical “Hair” in his oral report. I think he mentioned it another time before. I couldn’t believe the story. I was alive in that time. I went there. Everyone knew there was something in that play that was bad. They talked about it before it came out, before it became a public show. Then they got permission. That’s why everybody went there. They wanted to see this bad thing that was in this play. They were trying to break something that hadn’t been broken up until that time. There was an immoral scene in that play. Then there is this peace activist and his girlfriend. They live together but they aren’t married. She gets pregnant and he leaves her when she is nine months pregnant. So she stands in Central Park and sings, “How can people be so heartless, how can people be so cruel?” while he is off in the crowd. 
It was the same with “Gone with the Wind,” about the South. It had something in it. The actor said, “I don’t give a damn.” That movie was done in the forties. You couldn’t say this word back then in public. It was a wonderful movie about the Civil War, but the whole emphasis shifted to that word. “It’s that part, that part — they are going to swear on TV!” They were going beyond a boundary, doing something you don’t do. Now they have successfully broken down every barrier. It happened so quickly in our lifetime.

Zemirah — I was raised to respect the policemen. They broke up gangs and they protected people from riots. When I went into the Peace Movement I never had peace. In the Peace Movement we called the police “pigs.” I never had peace. I was a hypocrite. There was nothing there in that movement.

In the days of Noah when everything was corrupted our Father saved eight people. Think about how he saves us. He looks for the heart that is seeking Him. In His tender compassion He is going to carry us through. For loneliness there is a new social order, for depression happiness. I am thankful we can be elevated in our mind. We can be like the white bird and fly. That’s the journey we are embarking on. 
Jn 12:25-26 — “Those who love their life will lose it, but those who hate their life in this world will keep it for eternal life. Whoever serves Me is honored by My Father.”

The understanding that is coming keeps us from the underground taking us over. We need to have revelation and understanding like a rising sun. Pr 4:18 — “The path of the righteous is like the shining sun, that shines brighter and brighter until the full day.” This is a continual revelation and understanding. It doesn’t come all at once. It comes as we obey Him. Jn 14:21 — That keeps the underground from taking over. Mt 16:18 — “Upon this revelation I will build My edah.” It’s always the underground that tries to take over. Hades is the underground that overtakes when we don’t have revelation. People start complaining and the underground starts. Children start the underground. “Don’t tell anyone.” They have secrets. That’s what has always happened.

Yonah — I was thinking about Pr 25:28. A man who has no rule over his own spirit is like a city broken down without walls. When I grew up nothing was a big deal. One of my favorite bands had a song entitled, “There is nothing shocking.” Boys went to school with dresses on. No big deal. I was like a city with broken walls. The dogs came in and ripped my soul apart. I hated it. It got so bad with me I had to go to psychotherapy. I remember sitting in psychotherapy thinking this man could help me. Then he calls my mother in and tells her, “He’s got a good head on his shoulders. Just let him do what he wants to do.” He was trying to form a bridge between me and my parents. My mother said, “I can’t believe that you are telling me this. I won’t let my son do what he wants.” She let him know what she thought. That will break down more walls. 
We didn’t have authority, the right Spirit ruling over us. I used to think, why are my parents so mean to me? Why do they make me come home at 1 am when all my friends don’t need to come home and could stay out all night? I was in turmoil until I saw the truth. Then I wondered, “Why are these people so normal and don’t have the turmoil in their eyes that I see all around.”
“Nothing is shocking,” but there is only one thing that will startle the world. Our Master, through His Body, will startle the world. Isa 52:15 — It’s startle there, not sprinkle. There is nothing shocking, but when He does this, it will have a galvanizing effect.

Isa 53:10-11 — That’s the people that love Him.

Isa 53:1-2 — He was the young plant coming out of the ground. Isa 52:10 — When He lifts up His holy arm (us), that is the day when He will act (Mal 4:2-3). He is not acting now. That’s when He’ll startle the nations. The stall fed-calves will be let out. Right now we are stall-fed calves. We are being strengthened and filled, waiting for the day when our Father lets us out to do what He wants us to do. All flesh will see the salvation of YHWH. 
Mal 4:2-3 — “On the day that I act…” We say “let’s roll up our sleeves.” Baring his arm means He picks up the sword. He acts. He lifts up the sword, the sleeve falls down. That’s the day when the stall-fed calves will be let out.

If we’re thankful to be saved, we want others to be saved. We heard someone’s testimony. Our testimony will bring others in too. It is so wonderful how we started this morning. Rev 2:15 — According to Heb 3:6, we have to run out the Nicolaitans and not allow them to come in. 1 Pet 4:11 — If someone speaks, let it be what our Father is speaking (Ex 29:42).
I am thankful I heard our Father speak this morning.
