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On Being Humble and Being Perfect like our Heavenly Father

Zakar — I heard this week that the younger people should submit themselves and humble themselves under the mighty hand of God. Many times we think we can be humble, but it’s only an outward performance. I don’t even know how to be humble, but I can cry out for it and then He’ll show me. We might even be sincere but just don’t know how to be. 

My parents came out of the world and chose certain values. If the first generation doesn’t take it on, when it comes it’s too heavy and we drop it. We can even be helping our parents to cut off their iniquities.

We don’t thank our children, we acknowledge them. It’s normal that they serve their parents. It’s just now that children know everything better than their parents. It used to be that children worked by their parents’ side and took over their business.

We’re learning to be servants, also as a nation. Our Master doesn’t thank us, He acknowledges us. He will tell us one day, “Well done good and faithful servant.” To be a servant and taking on a load goes together. I want to learn to be humble.

I am thankful for what Zakar shared. He is a wonderful example of a young man. We all must put on the apron of humility. 1 Pet 5:5 is talking about the young men. 

Paul warned the leaders in Ephesus (Acts 20:28-29) that people will come in from the outside to distort the truth, but even from your own midst in the community, even true disciples if they don’t humble themselves will have the Satanic principle working in them to have a following. It’s not necessary to start a following, something different altogether, but that people would look at them. They want that recognition from the people. That is a Satanic principle.

Our Father opposes such people. It’s like beating against a brick wall, 1000 miles thick. He’ll raise the young men up in due time. It’s so wonderful we can see that. Parents who are in the Way receive that and teach it to their children.

We see the great potential in our children. The gifting is there to be used in the Body in our Father’s timing. He’ll raise you up, not you yourself. That’s the problem — you are raising yourself up and thinking God is doing it.

ha-Emeq — As Yonah told us this week, “Nothing is shocking” was the title of one of the songs he used to listen to, before he came into the Community.
 But then we heard that there will be something shocking, something that will startle the world. It will be a humble people. Like little Telem here. Her parents will either give in to her or restrain her. Yochannah is in that age she thinks she knows everything better, like all the other girls her age. The parents will either handle it one way or the other. They’ll either humble them or not. When they are 15, 16, or 18 you know what a child will be like, like the boys Zakar’s and Kol Lev’s age that are doing whatever they are doing. But Zakar isn’t like that, and neither is Kol Lev.

Miriam and Yoceph didn’t know how our Master would be at age 12. They thought He’d be just like the other boys. They gave Him some autonomy to be working in the camp. They thought he’d be in the group of the other zealous 12-year-olds, doing things over there with the goats, firewood, etc. They didn’t expect to see Him in the temple. They didn’t think He’d be studying the Word and talking to the teachers. 

Shealtiel heard Eliezer talk about “The Body and the Blood” in his oral report. He heard it. It caught his attention and he asked what it meant. Our children hear things if they’re not “spacing out.” 

You know something startling is happening. Zakar got a hold of what Yoneq said. Kol Lev got a hold of something that was spoken in his community. Yochannah got what I taught her this week. Wow, this is startling! There are people sitting here, thinking, considering, pondering, while everybody is out and about in America in 2003. Something is starting to spring up. As Shealtiel is getting it more and more, at twelve he might be startling these preachers around here. Amongst the greatest men of the earth what Zakar said is startling.

On this day we see whether we’re duds or talmidim (disciples). Think about it. Express it. I write it down in my book what people got. My book is full of names. We’re not just bumps on logs. A few are rising out of that mass. Is it just a corpse or is it alive to God? Mal 2:2 — “Take it to heart.” That’s what Ruel taught us this week, otherwise our Father will cast us away.

Ruel — Pr 13:3-4 — Be careful what you say and protect your life. A careless person destroys his life.

Eliezer — I am so thankful for what our Father is teaching us in His way of being humble, receiving. I want to be one of them. I was contemplating the sunrise this morning, what Zechariah shared when his mouth was opened. What we’re taught, what we’re receiving in our heart is that light. It’s not coming out of heaven, but it’s shining in our heart so that Zakar and Yonah can be who they are. Isa 9:6-7 — What a wonderful hope we have. We’re oriented to this light that’s coming. We are taught the word, the proverbs. It’s changing our heart. There is something different, something peculiar about this people who aren’t swept away by the ways of the world. We make a choice to be pleasing to our Father and not please our flesh. By doing this we put His enemies under our feet. We find strength in our Master Yahshua to do this. We’re overcoming little things step by step, but they are big things.

I was perfect yesterday as my heavenly Father was perfect (Mt 5:46-48,43-46). I may not do it so well the next time. I saw some people go down the road and back several times. They have children and dogs. I waited for them to speak to them, rather than driving by in the car and splashing mud on them. It’s an opportunity. Don’t go by and just wave at people if they go down the mud road. The people had three little dogs and a baby. As I approached them I slowed way down. About 100 feet away I stopped and let them walk toward me, by me. The people might want to know who those people are that are so polite. That’s how we should be with people in our neighborhood. We need to be perfect as our heavenly Father is perfect and not just rush by.

Of course I am not talking about driving like this on any road. I was talking about this long driveway here, especially when people are walking down this road with their children. 

Instead of flying by, pull up and speak to them. Make friends and influence people. We’re making friends as much as we can in Arcadia. We’re the ones that took over the “Mourning Jones House,” repairing it. We have good conversations. Don’t just talk to your friends. 

We have to be perfect as our heavenly Father is perfect. If He were here on earth in a body He couldn’t have done it any better than to slow down, roll down the window, speak to the people, or letting someone in when the cars are bumper to bumper. The credit goes to our Father. The thanksgiving goes to Him. He couldn’t wash the dishes any better than you, or the laundry or whatever it is, if we have the same attitude as Messiah. It’s not just what you say, but how you say it, not what you do, but how you do it. It’s us doing it like Him; actually it’s Him doing it through us.
