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The Protector and the Protectorate 

It is important that we would understand a lot of things in the Scripture that are now left to the translator’s choice. Our Father has to reveal these things to us out of the obscurity, sometimes, of the translator’s choice of words. Gen 6 is a place we could start. 

Gen 6:2 – Sons of God

Gen 6:1-2 — As we understand it (for certain translations make it hard to understand), the “sons of God” in this verse is not talking about the angels. Angels don’t marry, for they are spirits. A lot of translations talk about the angels coming down and marrying the daughters of men. But human nature is not compatible, even in a physical sense, with angels. 

The “sons of God” in Gen 6:2 speaks of those who still represented Him in their likeness. Up until this point, they had retained the likeness of the Creator. They had not lost that image. Instead, they had, like sons, maintained the image of their father. Our Father gave men a vice-regent in their conscience. If they did the good they knew to do, then they would retain the likeness of their Father. It was not that they were redeemed in any sense, but they kept the original likeness of their Creator to a significant degree. It was as in Gen 3:22, where our Father said, “They are like one of us.”
Even Satan said, “I’ll be like the Most High” (Isa 14:13-24). 

In Gen 6:2 — The “sons of God” were those who still represented God in His likeness and image. They were the godlike ones in the line of Seth and Abel. And after a thousand years, there were maybe only eight ones left who had kept the everlasting covenant. All the rest of the sons of Seth, all the rest of the line of Seth, had gone astray. The evil one had led them all astray from the way our Father had wanted man to walk in after the Fall. You see that clearly in Gen 6:5. 

The line of Seth retained their godlikeness. Only eight in all were left in the family of Noah. “Because the sons of God saw the daughters of Cain were fair, they took wives for themselves…” You remember the Lost Books of Eden, how the sons of Seth camped on the side of the mountain? There they were drawn to the revelry they heard and then they were drawn down the side of the mountain. At that point, the “sons of God” married the “daughters of men.” This story about living on the side of the mountain is probably true. It was passed on down through the ages. As long as the Lost Books of Eden don’t contradict what we know from the Word, we can probably trust them. 

The daughters of Cain represented the ungodlike line of Cain. As long as the sons of Seth were obeying what they knew to be right, they retained their godlikeness. Whatever desire you have you have to master, as Cain failed to and killed his brother (1 Jn 3:12). We have to overcome our evil desires. 

Jms 1:14 – The enemy tempts us through our desires, and we have to overcome them, check, circumvent, and rule over them. We will understand what a woman’s desire for man means. The “daughters of men” represented the ungodlike line of Cain. Their intermarriage led to apostasy. It represented the opposite of how our Father wanted men to walk after the Fall. 

Of course, all men had to go to the first death, but no man necessarily has to go to the second death. Most people from Noah’s day will rise to go to the second death due to the evil choices they made. They didn’t obey the inner working of their conscience, even though they knew the right way to go. Noah was a preacher of righteousness, which didn’t mean that he went out screaming about it, but he maintained the standard of righteousness he knew in his life. People came to see him as he was building that ark for over a hundred and twenty years, and he talked to them of the standard of righteousness that all men should live by. Noah was righteous, meaning he had maintained his own righteousness. He was not a possessor of the righteousness that is from God, as Abraham was. He was a righteous, just man who walked blameless. He didn’t fall into the error all the rest of the world had.

They fell into this intermarriage to become ungodlike. As long as people retained the knowledge of good and evil, and did the good they knew to do, they retained their godlikeness. Noah sinned, but not like those others who did not get on the boat. They had left behind their godlikeness. They had compromised Gen 3:22, not retaining that likeness of God. They didn’t obey the inherent understanding that all men had from Gen 3:16-19, which told them how they had to live. But as for Noah, all he did was preach righteousness. If they came to him, he would talk to them, as he was busy building his boat. He would tell them of how they had gone astray from the age-lasting gospel of the everlasting covenant. It will be too late in the days of the Male Child for the people to be saved, just like it was too late to be saved in Noah’s day once the door of the ark had been closed. 

The Protector and the Protectorate

Fallen angels do not marry humans. The daughters of Cain seduced the sons of Seth. All the rest, besides the eight with Noah, were seduced and led astray. We can safely say that: “The sons of God were seduced and led astray.” 
The sons of God violated conscience. After they were married to the daughters of Cain, they violated Gen 3:16-19. The women were no longer doing what they inherently knew to do, and the men as well, and therefore the children went haywire. You can see what happened in Gen 6:5 and how God regretted in his heart that He had made man (Gen 6:6). But He saw those eight still living by their conscience and gave man a second chance.

The women rose up to take over, of course, and the men had to become tyrants in response. The women did not desire to submit to man. The man was supposed to be the protector, and the woman, the protectorate, and he couldn’t do it anymore. Just as it is today, he couldn’t do it, for the so-called husband and wife weren’t doing what they were supposed to do. Just because a man and a woman say their vows doesn’t mean they are married, for they are lying anyway.

The women in Cain’s line, whom the sons of Seth married, led them astray, and both went over the waterfall. More than likely, those who kept their conscience good were married within the line of Seth. Yet in the end, only eight were left. It was a great and horrible temptation their children faced, just like our youth are tempted, all the time, about the things of the world. We have tried to inculcate the story of the sons of Seth looking over the mountainside into our children.
 They kind of lived on the side of the mountain. Not on the top, where you can’t see down, but they pitched their tents on the side, where they could look down. There they were tempted and then they were destroyed. 

We are in the world, but not of it, for there is evil in the world. You can see some of our youth today, who have gone out from among us. They are wallowing in the filth of the world like a pig in the mud and like a dog returning to its vomit. Sheep don’t do that. They follow the shepherd. They don’t return to their vomit like dogs do.

In Gen 6:8 Noah found favor (or grace) in the eyes of his Father, for he never married outside of his lineage. That means he did not marry outside of the direct line of his ancestry. 

We are seeing what our Father made man to be in Gen 1:26. It continued after the Fall. What our Father made man to be is in Gen 1:26, for male and female He made them, to rule over everything on the earth. For when you do this, when you overcome, then you will colonize to the rest of the universe. But you will not do this until you have put your enemies under your feet. Even natural man will rule when he has put the enemies under his feet that come against conscience. 

Isa 24:5-6 says that only a few are left who have not come against the everlasting covenant of conscience. They have forfeited their right to enter the kingdom prepared for the nations, for those who have kept a good conscience. You remember, when you were not a believer, and you had to make choices, some you made were good, and a lot were evil. A spirit led you astray from good and towards evil (1 Cor 12:2). He leads astray from the way. His chief job is to accuse us. His chief job is also to lead us astray. He doesn’t do anything else. We are tested, and our character is proven through temptation. He who retains his character will be given a second life, and not go to the second death. 

Even we as believers are continually tested by other voices. We are never to be taught by those outside. We can let the Mormons come to visit, but not to teach us.
 We are not threatened by what they say, because we have the truth. But at least we allowed one of them to speak and share his heart as he did last night. Nowhere in Christianity is he allowed to do such a thing, for they are threatened, not having confidence they have eternal life that we do. Their insecurity proves it. 

The Necessity of Being Tested

After the Fall, they did not have the guarantee of eternal life. Man took on a secondary righteousness then, which he had to walk in to be worthy of the second life (after paying for their sins in the first death). Gen 9:1-6 – It is almost the same mandate as before the Fall. This is not talking to believers here, but to the people of the nations. Noah is the progenitor of the nations. The whole world is filled up with those three sons, Châm, Shem, and Yapheth. Everyone came from one of those sons.

As long as man remained in his created image, he could inherit the eternal life prepared for him. Man is male and female in Gen 5:2, “Male and female He created them.” Man can also just mean males, depending on what Hebrew (or Greek) word is used. This is after the Fall in Gen 5. Even then, men and women were created in the image and likeness of God. They were to be everything they could possibly be in their secondary righteousness. There were only two eternal destines before Abraham. Abraham brought in the third eternal destiny, which is the Holy City or the Twelve Tribes of Israel, which is the wife of the Lamb. 

Gen 3:5 – We see that Satan was right. He was right, for all deception carries with it some portion, often a lot of the truth, for that is what makes the error lethal. A little poison in food kills you. Nobody would eat a bunch of poison, but mixed with food, everybody gobbles it down.

So, in Gen 3:5, the serpent was right, “If you eat of this tree, you will be like God” and it was true, they would know good and evil. But, already, they were potentially like God. They hadn’t come to the full knowledge and understanding they were going to have. Did their pure, unfallen righteousness keep them from falling? No, the evil one deceived them. 

Adam and Eve didn’t have the full knowledge of everything. Our Father needed to test man. He was not going to have man fulfill His purposes in creation without being tested. Neither will He have us without testing. People won’t build a car without testing it. We will be tested thoroughly, and the nations will be tested thoroughly, before they have the second life. 

The Lamb Slain before the Foundation of the Earth

Gen 1:26 — Adam and Eve already knew what they were going to be. They had the potential to become that. It was inherent, innate in them, inborn in their nature, but they didn’t have the knowledge of good and evil until after the Fall. After the Fall it was as Gen 3:22 says, “Now man is like us, knowing good and evil.” 
It is a hard road natural man must walk. Job said it was a hard road in Job 14:14. It is a hard road our Father puts the nations through, harder than the road we must walk, in order to maintain their secondary righteousness. Our Father always wanted man to be tested by the serpent. In His infinite foreknowledge He already knew mankind would fall. 

Before the foundation of the earth, the Lamb was slain (Rev 13:8, NKJV). Our Father knew Yahshua had to be slain in order for man to reach their third eternal destiny. He knew that natural man would propagate life forever and ever, to the ends of the universe, which is without end. It goes on forever and ever and there is never any end to the galaxies our Father has made. That is what man is for, to propagate life throughout all of creation. Redeemed man is where God Himself will dwell. Natural man will be submissive to their good rulership. They know. They have already been tested. They had fallen into the evil one’s snare of sin and so experienced the first death. 

Gen 2:17 — Our Father has warned them, that in the day they ate of it they would die. Less than a thousand years later, Adam and Eve died and went to death, where they are to this day. It is the first death. Our Master only went to rescue out of death Abraham’s seed. It was only Abraham’s offspring, who did the deeds of Abraham by faith. There is no way you can get out of the first death except in Messiah. And there is no way anyone who has done deeds deserving it can get out of the second death, except they come into Messiah.

What Does Conscience Mean?

What does conscience mean? It means co-knowing. We all know together, our Father and us, what good and evil is. This is in the sense of what really pricks your conscience. There are a lot of small things that people may fall into, but they don’t fall into the great things that make them worthy of the second death. That is a deliberate choice. If you have heard the gospel and reject it, you don’t need to go to the judgment, for you are a coward, and you are judged already. Rev 21:6-8 talks about you. You didn’t overcome and drink from the water of life freely. You let things hold you back from becoming a disciple. 

To Deceive and Accuse

One thing the evil one does, his chief job, is to deceive and accuse and lead people astray from the way of life. But he gives enough truth to people to lead them astray. Deception comes to lead people astray from the truth. That is how it will always be. DO NOT allow anyone to teach you (1 Jn 2:27), for you have no need for anyone to teach you from outside the Body of Messiah. Verse 28 will never happen if you do. You have to have the confidence to not shrink back when He comes or you have lived your life in vain in the Body. 

Deception comes mixed with truth. It comes no other way. 2 Cor 11:2 – As Eve was, Paul said the church could be led astray from their simple devotion to Messiah. This happens by getting a lot of big head knowledge, getting puffed up, and so you lead people astray. It is lethal, destructive knowledge. The truth, however, is simple. A child can understand it. The day will come when we know all things (1 Jn 2:20).

Their Innocence was Replaced by Shame

Gen 3:5 – The eyes of Adam and Eve were opened and they discovered that they were naked. In Gen 2:25, they were naked and weren’t ashamed. But after the Fall, they were naked and ashamed. Their innocence, or naiveté, was now replaced by some other mechanism at work in them. Something had happened in their mind or soul. Their innocence was now replaced by shame. It was something other than Gen 2:25. It was something new to them. They covered themselves with fig leaves. 

The picture we get through Gen 3:6 and 8 is that they had become “wise” by eating from the tree of knowledge of good and evil. Somehow they had become wise in a certain way, and as a result they cowered in the trees to be avoid being seen by their Creator. What had been sweet fellowship before turned into guilt or shame. They had a dreadful fear instead of the positive fear of God. They had an unclean fear of being discovered. They knew the right thing to do, for our Father had said not to do what they had done in Gen 2:9,17. 

There was a tree of life there and a tree of knowledge of good and evil. They knew the right thing to do and the wrong thing not to do. Our Father had given them the knowledge of what not to do, but they had done it, and so as Jms 4:17 tells us, they sinned. Our Father, in His sovereignty, compassion, and the infinite foreknowledge of His purpose, called out to them. He carried on a reciprocal conversation with them, interacting with them in Gen 3:9-13.

The guilty male, what was his first line of defense? He put the blame on the woman (Gen 3:12). The “blame game” started then and there. Have you seen people in the communities blaming others? “They did this to me, and they did that to me…” and they remember things from twenty years ago. They are not saved, are they? Who are they listening to, to be blaming others like that for their problems, seeking to justify themselves? (Lk 16:15) What spirit was Adam listening to?

Adam’s first line of defense was to blame the woman. He had fallen, and now he had a critical nature. The next thing he did was to blame the Creator for giving her to him. Now, what did Eve do? In verse 14, she simply gave a statement of fact. What did she say? “The serpent deceived me and I ate.”
And it was true. The serpent deceived her and she ate. She only blamed herself. She allowed herself to be deceived. It wasn’t just the serpent’s fault, for she ate. So, the curse came upon the serpent. Then our Father gave man the way of escape. 

You couldn’t get any Christians to agree with that. For they would say they were going to the lake of fire. If that were so He wouldn’t have given them the conscience, which by following its dictates would enable them, hopefully, to have enough human worth left to pay for their sins. Our Father gave them a way of escape from the second death. If only they wouldn’t go over the boundaries, which by the time of Noah everyone had gone over, except for eight people (Gen 6:5). They would be worthy of eternal life and not the second death.

There is no escape from the first death, as we have already said, for it was already given to them. Adam and Eve died and went to the first death, less than a thousand years later. If you want to call that a day, you can, for a thousand years is like a day to our Father (2 Pet 3:8). We don’t know when Adam and Eve actually sinned. That is, how long it was after they had been created that they fell. 

Our Father did not excuse the woman for failing (for believing the lie), but He did make it hard for her, very hard, in order to test and purify her. He was going to see if she was going to go to the doctor to get shots to relieve her pain. The women who do that give a pretty good indication they want to do away with the pain our Father gave them by taking modern medication. The woman was to live her life with her husband and in submission to him. It is like our Master said, “You are either with Me or against Me.” 
With means you are in total, absolute submission to Him. Your wife might be with (or for) you or she might be against you. You might rule over her in a godly way, or she might try to take over. That fallen desire is always there, lurking, continually. We face it even in the Community. 

Gen 3:16-19 – She will have children with pain and have desire for her husband. And the husband will rule over her, and he will work by the sweat of his brow. Then the parents would be absolutely respected by their children. The children totally respect the wife, their imma, for she has babies in great, great pain. Our Father gave man the right to rule. He didn’t have to do that, but He gave him the right to rule, the supreme authority to rule, and to protect her.

The King and His People (Protector and Protectorate)

The King is the protector. The people in his kingdom are the protectorate. The man has supreme authority to rule over the woman as the king. A long time ago we said, “Love to a yielding heart is king, but to a resisting heart it is a tyrant.” 
The man was to rule over his wife for her good and her protection, and to provide for his family by the sweat of his own brow, not another’s. They were not to be on the dole, as they say in England: “Dole it out – give it to me.” If a man does not use his right and authority to rule, the guilt of his sin can lead to the second death. The nations and the Holy have two different types of second death. We lose our ability to walk with Him in white (Rev 3:4-5) and our names are blotted out from the book of life of the Kingdom for the next age. (Our names are not blotted out from the Lamb’s book of life.) 

This is what happens when the wife is not being submissive. So, before you get married you look at Eph 5:22-31 and say, “If I don’t do this, I am cursed. If my yes is not yes, it is from the evil one” (Mt 5:37).

So many people just stand before the justice of the peace, but they don’t get married. What did they do? They just participated in a ritual, as some of our youth have gone through in bar or bat mitzvah. Even the people who stand before Him and say, “Yes, Yes,” but they don’t mean it, are cursed, for their yes is from the evil one. For it is not a marriage, what marriage actually means, even as we marry the Lamb.

In 2 Cor 11:2, Paul said, “I betroth you to one husband,” meaning there was no deception there. But what began then turned into Christianity. 

Harsh New Realities

The man and woman had to face new realities after the Fall. Just think: they had gone from inside the garden to outside of it. They had no idea it would be so hard. Now they had to work by the sweat of their brow. You had to desire your husband and he had to rule over you. It was to test them, and all failed except for eight. Then the covenant was extended in Gen 9:1-7 to the three sons of Noah and all their descendents – the entire human race.
Just think of the people who aren’t for the death penalty. If the Pope is the “Vicar of Christ” as he says he is, then Christ is saying to do away with the death penalty. The Pope is not the “anti-Messiah,” but he is against Messiah, for he violates and annuls the Word of Messiah. 

Adam and Eve were faced with harsh, new realities as Job 14:14 says. Was Job a Christian? No, but he was a righteous man of the nations (Job 1:1). Did he receive his righteousness from God, as Abraham did? No, he was righteous already, like Noah and Enoch had been, etc. After Adam and Eve, in the line of Seth, Noah retained his righteousness, but the rest of the families did not. The line of Seth failed to pass on their heart to their children (except for eight with Noah). 

Adam and Eve were not cursed, were they? No, they were blessed. They got another chance. It is something like our Father saying, “Okay, I am going to bring you back to life after you pay for your sins in death. Make sure you are worthy to pay for your sins in death.”
Our Master was worthy to pay for everyone’s sins in death (1 Jn 2:2). If a man does not go over the waterfall, then he won’t go to the second death, but he will go to the first death, for the wages of sins is death (Rom 6:23). Someone has to pay for your sins – either our Master or you have to pay for them yourself. You have to be baptized into His Body in order for Him to pay for your sins. He redeems us from our sins. 

Nobody has been sentenced to the second death besides Satan. Maybe Judas as well, and we know those who reject the gospel are judged already according to Jn 3:18. Those who receive the gospel put all their sins on our Master, as 2 Cor 5:21 says, for He became sin on our behalf. 

Living by the second covenant made with man — male and female — would keep them from the second death, but only by going to death and paying for their sins in the first death. Man is blessed with the knowledge of good and evil. Otherwise they would not have hope of having worth left in them that would make their sufferings in death able to pay for their sins. The sufferings of the worthless do not pay for their sins, just as the suffering they endure in this life doesn’t reach their hearts. They don’t turn from their ways. The first death means man must rise and face judgment for his deeds, and after that, everyone’s destiny will be determined.

Those with enough worth left in them, by their knowledge of good and evil, are those who overcame and circumvented Satan’s desire for man. Even after Satan is put in the abyss in the millennial period (Rev 20:3), still man will have his own desire. The wicked will die at the age of a hundred and be thought of as dying young (Isa 65:20). Still, it will be so bad by the end of the next age, with so many people being led astray by Satan, that their numbers will be like the sands of the sea (Rev 20:7-8). 

What a great and wonderful thing God has done by giving men a conscience in order to live forever in the universe, and in giving us Yahshua, that we might rule over man throughout the universe, which has no end (Rev 22:2-5).

The Battle of the Sexes

The desire in woman was to usurp, or subvert, or attempt to dominate a husband. So, is she a wife if she does that? And if she does, is he a husband? Is it a wife who tries to overcome, rule, and dominate a man? Is he a husband if he lets that happen? Where is that? Gen 3:16 and Gen 4:7, and in Gen 4:7 that word desire is in the negative sense, as something that he had to overcome. He had to master it, just like we have to master our enemies. 

All of our Master’s enemies are right here in this room. Yes, they are here, in the Body of Messiah. We have brought them into the Community in our flesh, but we have the power to overcome and put them under our feet. When we receive the gospel we have to overcome everything that keeps us from being a disciple. Whatever it is — family, friends, money, and possessions, or anything else. Then, after you come into the Body of Messiah, you have to overcome everything that alienates you from someone. What are those things? What about the person who spreads discord? What is he to our Father? He is an abomination to Him (Pr 6:16-19). We really have to put that enemy under our feet. 

The woman has in her, in her fallen nature, the desire to subdue her head, but she must master that fallen desire. So, what does a husband often have in response to that desire? He has a tendency to dominate and be tyrannical. There are so many verses about this, 1 Pet 3:1-7 and so on. If we don’t abide by them, we are finished. We are through. What are we doing here if we don’t obey 1 Pet 3:1-7? If we love Him we will obey Him (Jn 14:15,21,23). Maybe we ought to interrogate people before they get married, making sure the husband is going to do his part and the wife her part. Eph 5:22-33 – We understand these things.

The woman, in a subtle way, can dominate the man and become the head of the relationship. The man dominates in an overt, tyrannical way. This is how the battle of the sexes goes on. Both sexes are tested in this. Our Father said that Cain had the ability to overcome, or circumvent (whatever the better word is here for master) his fallen desire to kill his brother. He could overrule the envy that was motivating him (1 Jn 3:12). 

We have the ability to overcome the sin that besets us, and this proves our character. The word desire can have positive and negative meanings. It is according to how a man and a woman live according to the knowledge they have been entrusted with. Male and female are equal, but not in their roles. This is true for people in the world, and for us. But we have a greater knowledge of how a man and wife are to be in all the things that have been written down for our instruction.

We are blessed with the ability to overcome the evil one, to put all that he employs under our Master’s feet. His plan in the world is to overthrow conscience. That is what he is doing. Just look at current events. The parent has no authority over the child, what he is going to learn in school, and that is precisely where children are learning abominable things. We see in Rev 20:3 that the evil one will be put into the abyss, unable to lead the world astray until the end of the millennium. Now, he is leading the world astray from the Supreme Court of Conscience. 2 Tim 3:1-7 — We can see these verses happening right before our eyes.

Godly Men and Women

For a man to work by the sweat of is brow is godlike. It is godly. It is to retain the image of the Creator among the nations. For man it is sorrow, pain, toil, and sweat. These are the four words in Gen 3:16-19: sorrow, pain, toil, and sweat. Just think of the sorrow of having children who don’t walk in the covenant. That means parents will have children that are going to the lake of fire. It means having children whom it would have been better if they had been aborted. Just think of having a child, bringing him into the world, and not truly dedicating him. If our children go astray, maybe they weren’t truly dedicated. Maybe it should be sorrow you brought the child into the world, not rejoicing (Jn 16:21). 

In pain you shall bring forth children. Just think of how many children that it would have been better if they had been aborted. I am not for abortion, but if I had not found our Master Yahshua, or had not He found me, it would have been better if I had been aborted. 

The husband shall protect his wife by his rule over her, by his rule over that negative desire in a woman to dominate him. He does this by his good rule. But if she is a redeemed wife, she already knows all these things. In the world, they don’t know all these things. They have to grope for what is right. It is a hard road. 

Our Father told Cain that he had to overcome the desire that wanted to make him worthy of the second death. Man can rule over his negative desires and he can rule over his wife’s negative desires. He is the protector and she is the protectorate. A protectorate is the relationship of a superior authority over the dependent one. Look the word up. That relationship of protector to protectorate makes for a marriage. How many people have been married? Who is being married today? Men claim they are being married today to other men. Does God say that is a marriage? It is just a word. Marriage is for those living by the conscience. Otherwise, it is a mismatch, a mis-mated disaster. 

If it weren’t for Messiah, how many would be divorced among us here, in this room? But now we are living for Him, not ourselves, and we put our flesh to death. Who is the wife of the Lamb? She is the Twelve Tribes of Israel in Rev 21:9-12. It is a corporate Body, not an independent people. One day it will be proclaimed, “The marriage of the Lamb has come, for His bride has made herself ready.” 
There will not be a mis-mated or mismatched bride there. I am part of the Body of Messiah or I am not.

When a couple is to be betrothed we talk to them about marriage – what the Scriptures say is a wife and is a husband. For a son is a son because he is a son, otherwise he is a bastard. He is an illegitimate child. We should talk to them about what it says in Hosea:
I will betroth you to Me forever; yes, I will betroth you to Me In righteousness and justice, in lovingkindness and mercy; I will betroth you to Me in faithfulness, and you shall know the Sovereign. (Hos 2:19-20)
Eph 5:22-23 says something as well about husbands and wives, and Rev 19:7-8 speaks of the bride. The wife has made herself ready in her bridehood days. In the Body we have people get married and they have a time to get ready. You are not going to get married if you are not ready, for only husbands and wives get married. She has to prepare herself to get married by her good works. Lk 1:17 says the spirit of Elijah has come to make a people perfectly prepared for Him. We are here to pray and continually serve Him in His Body on the Earth. 

There is no such thing as a church that is not a community. There is no such thing as an independent believer. Otherwise, it is not the Body, just like a wife must be a wife. The wife is the Body of Messiah. It functions together as Eph 4:16 says, as each person does his or her particular work. 

In the Body of Messiah everyone is working in his or her capacity. No one is out shopping for themselves. No one is out working for themselves, to make their own money. That is what our Master taught in Mt 6:31-33. We are a servanthood of priests, where everyone works in their own capacity for the benefit of all, under the direction of the Head. Community demystifies the Body. Here is the fine linen, which signifies good works (Rev 19:7-8). Faith without works is dead. We receive honor from our Father where He lives, as we serve in the Body (Jn 12:26). Whoever serves the Son will be married to Him. No one else will be married to Him. 

This life is the preparation to be married to the Son. Our Father honors the ones who will make up the Bride. We are not the wife yet. We are the Bride. He is our Protector and we are His protectorate. He has left all to be our bridegroom. 

If a woman is not absolutely willing to be prepared to be that man’s wife, don’t let them be married. If the man is not willing to be the woman’s husband, it will be a mismatched disaster, a catastrophe. If a woman is not willing to be his protectorate, she can’t be his wife and he can’t be her husband. It is like so many people who have left us. They weren’t a part of the Body (1 Jn 2:19). They weren’t a part of the Bride. 

Mt 5:37 — Our yes must be yes, our no, no. Anything else is from the evil one. 

The wife is the corporate woman, the corporate whole. We are all serving in the places He designed on the earth. All of those things are a witness on the earth (like the Twelve Tribes of Isa 49:6). Anyone who gets saved to go to heaven is not going. Those who are truly saved will go to be with our Master; that’s true, but they are saved to build His Kingdom. Billy Graham saves everybody to go heaven, but we have received the gospel of the Kingdom. It never speaks of “just going to heaven.” 
We have been saved to build up His Kingdom. It is the gospel of the Kingdom – the good news of the Kingdom, and after that is preached to the whole world as a witness, then the end will come. After that, then the millennium will come, and then the populating of the expanse of the universe by the righteous, ruled over by the Holy. 

Of course, you could talk about Eph 4:16, how a woman is in perfect communion with her husband. We see in Rev 19:6-7 that Yahweh the Omnipotent reigns; give Him the glory. The marriage of the Lamb has come, and the Bride has made herself ready. The Body is the community.

She made herself ready through her time of preparation. The Bride and the Lamb wear the garments of precious, fine linen, gained through the Body of Messiah. The whole Bride works together to prepare God’s final habitation, God’s Body among the nations. God will dwell with men, in His Body (Rev 21:3-4), and they will be His people then, not now. (Read Dan 7:27 in the RSV). Blessed are all who are called to the marriage supper of the Lamb (Rev 20:6). They keep themselves pure during their betrothal. 

The main thing to learn today is that we are the protectorate, walking in line with our protector, our Master Yahshua. It will go well with our children if they obey their parents. How many children has it not gone well with? He is a shield to those who walk uprightly (Pr 2:7).

Yedidiah – I am thankful that here in the Body is the only place the curse is lifted. The evil one in the world is always trying to lift the curse off of men, through taking away pain in childbirth and keeping men from working by the sweat of their brow. They are trying to make woman dominant in the family. Here in Messiah the curse is broken. 

It is here in the Body our Father made it that we could be free from sin. I was just thinking about the praise that will come forth from us when we see what He has done for us. I for sure would be going to the lake of fire forever and ever if it weren’t for our Master Yahshua.

Kariy – I was thankful when Yoneq was talking about making excuses and the blame game started. The other day I had done something wrong, and right away there was something in me to make an excuse. I think that salvation starts when we are honest with what works in us. When men go to death, they have to face what they really did; otherwise they can’t really pay for their sins by their suffering in death. 

When I face the fact that this desire works in me, and I choose to do it, then our Master can reveal what He really did for us in dying for us. Up until that point you can’t see what He really did for us. It makes me want to be honest. 

There are many times I have done what Adam did, blaming authority for my lacks, blaming my father or my shepherds in the Body. It happens internally, although in the end it comes out in an accusation. Being honest is what allows His blood to really cleanse us. That is what the righteous have to do in death to pay for their sins. How much more do we have to honestly face our sins to be forgiven? 

Chets Barur – It spoke to me hearing how we all have iniquities we have to master. The woman has something in her to dominate the man, and he has something in him to be a tyrant when that happens. If we accept and realize that these things work in us, then we can actually do what Gen 4:7 says: “If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it.”
The evil one’s desire is to destroy the Body, and to take away the sacredness of our marriages and substitute something else for our communion. He wants to make discord and alienation in the Body. There is such a serious consequence to alienation between man and wife, for the fruit of it will go all the way down into their children. They will be insecure and not have anything to stand on in life. Our Master has given us the ability to master our wrong ways and desires. Those are the things the evil one tempts us to sin with. Our Master has given us what we need in His grace and His power to master those things.

David Bekor – The mind Havah received from the evil one – she passed it on. There was no way for her to not pass it on. This different mind came out of her now. When someone discerns the Body, then they say Yahshua is Sovereign in His Body. This reverses what Havah took in, because we give up the mind she received and passed on to us, and we take on our Creator’s mind through our brothers.
