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Gaining Messiah

Commandment (#1785) is from #1781, meaning an injunction, i.e., an authoritative prescription; a precept. A prescription is life-giving direction to prepare God’s people for eternal life (Dan 12:3). 1 Jn 2:2-5; Rev 22:14; 1 Jn 3:23; and Jn 13:34 – These commandments are given from the Throne of God to the people of God on earth.
 A commandment is an injunction ordering a given action. It is an authoritative injunction and prescription to life (Rev 22:14). 

The rich young ruler asked the Son of God to give him an order for him to do, in order for him to have eternal life (Mk 10:17). Mk 10:21 was the command given him, and his disobedience to the divine command proved his false belief (Rev 22:14; 1 Jn 2:3; Jn 15:17). The commandment of the Son of God stresses the authority of Him who commands (2 Jn 1:4-6; Jn 13:34; 1 Jn 2:4; 3:23; 3:14; 2:3-5; Jn 15:12-14; 14:15; 14:13; 1 Jn 2:6; Jn 14:21,23,24).

Luke 14:25-33 — The Definitive Statement of the Gospel of Salvation 

And we are His witnesses to these things, and so also is the Holy Spirit whom God has given to those who obey Him. (Acts 5:32)

Those who obey (#3980) Him are persuaded (#3982) by faith (#4102) to believe in order to obey Him and to give up all they are and have to become His own possession, and for Him to be their possessor, their owner (Rom 10:9-10). In the Greek dictionary, #3980, to obey, means to be persuaded by a ruler, to submit to authority, and to hearken and obey.
 

In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Sovereign Messiah Yahshua. (2 Ths 1:8)

The word obey here is #5219 and means the same as #3980 regarding those who did not listen, hear, hearken, or heed the command of authority (Lk 14:31-33).
 The terms of peace with God are clearly given in Lk 14:33. “So, likewise…” which introduces a command by the Sovereign of Sovereigns in very definitive terms, “…whoever does not forsake all that he has cannot be My disciple.” 

Definitize is to make definite. Serving to provide a final solution or a definitive victory over the sinful nature that takes one to death. A definitive solution is the authoritative and exhaustive conclusion of a matter. Lk 14:26-33 defines the gospel of salvation. It makes it definite. It is the definitive overthrow of one’s self-dependence. 

The word forsake in Lk 14:33 is made clear in Acts 2:44-45 and Acts 4:34-37. Forsake is #657, meaning to depart from or dismiss by renouncing the useless way one’s possessions were being used, as they were not building up the Body of Messiah, but only for self-serving motives. Now, one’s possessions can be placed away from us into their proper or more excellent use, and not for our own selfish desires, which is what happened with Ananias and Sapphira in Acts 5:1-11. 

Lk 14:26-33 is as Mt 28:19-20 — the commandments in which Messiah takes special pains to command them and give them the reason why. Acts 2:40 is the many other words, which was the apostles’ obedience to their Master’s command to “teach them to observe [#5683] all things I have commanded you.” 

Observe in Mt 28:20 (Jn 8:51) is to fulfill as a command. It is to hold fast, to keep, and to make a lifelong commitment to Him as a covenant. It is to guard and watch over one’s soul (as Heb 13:17 about the shepherd of one’s soul), and never deviate from these ordinances and commands in our obedience to the gospel. 

Mt 28:20 —Teaching, instructing them by the authority which was given to Messiah (verse 18), as verse 19 says, “Go, therefore and make disciples of all nations” — according to His words in Lk 14:26-33. Jn 13:34 — No one can receive the Holy Spirit without first obeying the Gospel. 

In Lk 14:33, the word forsake (#657) does not mean abandonment or even giving it to “the poor of the world” — to charitable groups and causes. Nor does it mean flushing it down the toilet. It means putting it to into the most essential use possible where the greatest need is. This is the prioritization of one’s wealth as Paul told Timothy in 1 Tim 6:17-19. Verse 19 is the greater prioritization possible. 

Prior means the superior ranking, taking first place as need or necessity or of importance — even into another dimension. Prior means taking precedence, as in importance, which is to obey Lk 14:33 in order to be what the rich young ruler did not become or gain (Phil 3:7-8). No one has ever gained Messiah without doing what the gospel of the Messiah commands (Acts 5:32; Jn 3:36; 8:31,51). Keep is #5083, a lifelong obedience. 

Heb 13:17 — To obey (#3982) by persuasion: “obey your leaders,” which is done by those who are persuaded by the Holy Spirit. Or, be disobedient (#544), as in Jn 3:36, to our Master. And to believe in Him is to obey Him (#4102) by faith (from #3982), which is the persuasion from God that we live by. So, if one does not obey their leaders, the wrath also will come upon them. But Jn 3:36 is eternal wrath. The wrath in Heb 13:17 could only be age-lasting, as Dan 12:2 says. 

Dan 12:1 speaks of “Your people.” And at that time “your people” – who are found in the Book (Rev 2:11; 3:5; Mal 3:16; Rom 12:2), and many who sleep (1 Ths 4:15-17), and those of His people who are alive and remain and those who are in the graves, who sleep, shall awake. Some will rise to (age-lasting) everlasting life and some to everlasting (lasting for an age) shame and contempt. 

The Commandments

We need to make a list of the commandments our Master gave in the gospels, which prove one true or false (1 Jn 2:4). His commandments can only be obeyed or carried out in Community life, or Body life. Eph 1:12-13 — They trusted in Messiah, after hearing the words of truth, the gospel of salvation, after having believed (#4100 from #4102 from #3982), having been persuaded by the words of the Gospel. 

� The word commandment in 1 Jn 2:3-4; Rev 22:14; 1 Jn 3:23; and Jn 13:34 are all #1785.


� #3980, peitharcheo, meaning to be persuaded by a ruler, i.e. (genitive case), to submit to authority; by analogy, to conform to advice; hearken, obey (magistrates).


  #3982, peitho; to convince (by argument, true or false); by analogy, to pacify or conciliate (by other fair means); reflexively or passively, to assent (to evidence or authority), to rely (by inward certainty); agree, assure, believe, have confidence, be confident, obey, persuade, trust, yield.


  #4102, pistis, from 3982; persuasion, i.e. credence; moral conviction (of religious truth, or the truthfulness of God or a religious teacher), especially reliance upon Messiah for salvation; abstractly, constancy in such profession; by extension, the system of religious truth itself; assurance, belief, believe, faith, fidelity.


� #5219, hupakouo, from 5259 and 191; to hear under (as a subordinate), i.e. to listen attentively; by implication, to heed or conform to a command or authority; hearken, be obedient to, obey.
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
