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The Liars in Whom there is no Truth

He who says, “I know Him,” and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. (1 Jn 2:4)

So, who are the liars in whom there is no truth? 1 Jn 2:4 — A person in whom there is no truth is not worthy of the second life in Rev 20:12-15. His name is not found in the book of life. And, recorded in the books are all the lies he told to deceive people to their hurt. Rev 21:8 and 22:15 — All liars who practiced lying, which is how they made their living. 

#5571 and #5579 – They practiced falsehood, deceived mankind by falsehood. There is no truth in them. They were erroneous, deceitful, wicked, false, liars. They were mendacious, given over to lying, promulgating erroneous teaching and speaking lies on the Christian scene (2 Cor 11:3,4,13-15). Lying is to offer falsehood in evidence as a false witness (Mt 24:14), as the false Edah. It is just as the false prophet promotes the false messiah. 2 Cor 11:4 — This one is a falsifier, promising much and delivering nothing (Jn 9:41; 2 Pet 2:1-3; 2:19; Jude 1:16). 

Most Christians know that they can’t obey most of Christ’s commandments, although they know Jn 14:15,21, but they have no revelation from the Father or the Son by the Holy Spirit (Jn 14:21; Mt 16:16-18), so the gates of hell have taken them over. They can read 1 Jn 5:13 and 3:14 and 2:4 and all the rest of what John wrote for that purpose, since Gnosticism was taking over (Mt 16:18). 

Christians go by Jn 5:24 without reference to 1 Jn 3:14 — doctrine rather than practice — and the call practice “works’ salvation” if 1 Jn 3:14 is brought into the picture. 1 Jn 3:14,16,23 and Jn 13:34 — They do not know that they have eternal life if they can’t obey His commandments, and no one can who is separated from the Body of Messiah, which is the Community. 

Acts 2 and 4 give the perfect example of Community life or Body life, which is the only way the Way could be — the way it was when it was the Way. For it no longer is the way it was when it was the Way. Obedience in Jn 13:34 and Jn 14:15,21 requires community life, as Acts 2:44-45 describes.

Jn 14:6 — “I am the way” — in the first century, no one could come to the Father except through the Way, for that is where He was (Jn 12:26; 14:6,18; 1 Cor 12:12-12; Jn 14:3,18). 1 Cor 12:12 — His Body, where He dwelled by the Spirit (Col 1:18; Eph 1:22-23). 

The Church, as expressed in Acts 2-4, was His Body on Earth during the first century, until Rev 2 and 3. Where He was was where His disciples were also. Jn 14:3 — “I go to prepare a place for you” – meaning a locality (Lk 13:24-28), an address where He lives in His Body on Earth. 

Jn 14:3 happened in Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost. He came to them (Jn 14:18) and they, and all the three thousand, became one Spirit with Him (1 Cor 6:17 and Jn 12:26). Jn 7:37-39 — He had to go into heaven before He in the Spirit could return to Earth – before He could be sent. 

Jn 15:26-27 — Witness is #3140 – when we do our part in 2 Cor 5:8 we will go to be with Him, where He is, but Jn 14:2-3 is not speaking of this, but where He is on Earth in the Spirit in the Edah – His Body. 
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
